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Ambrose Bierce was a man who seemed to be from the shadows. As a writer, he was notorious for his acid wit, dark fiction, and scathing denunciation of society. 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Bierce’s Early Life and Upbringing

Ambrose Bierce was born on June 24, 1842, in a log cabin in Meigs County, Ohio, the tenth of thirteen children. His parents, Marcus Aurelius Bierce and Laura Sherwood Bierce, were poor but fiercely intellectual, instilling in their children a deep love for literature and learning. His father, despite their limited means, owned a sizable collection of books, and young Ambrose devoured them, shaping the sharp wit and vast vocabulary that would later define his writing.

The Bierce household was one of discipline and hard work. His parents gave all their children names starting with the letter “A” — a quirky but telling detail about the kind of household he grew up in. Though his family valued education, their remote location meant Bierce’s schooling was sporadic. Instead, he was largely self-taught, a habit that followed him for the rest of his life.

As a child, Bierce showed an early fascination with the darker side of human nature. He was deeply introspective, skeptical of authority, and possessed a sharp sense of humor that often bordered on cruel.
