					»Eigentlich ist jede Familie eine Sekte für sich, mit irgendeiner speziellen Idee oder Wahnvorstellung, um die alles kreist«, grübelt die Ich-Erzählerin in Miriam Böttgers Roman. »Oft sind dies naheliegende Dinge wie Genialität der Kinder, Akademikertum, Geld, Fitness, gesellschaftlicher Status«. Manchmal allerdings auch Abwegiges. Die fixe Idee ihrer Familie besteht in der Überzeugung, im Leben immer nur Pech zu haben, in der Annahme einer familiären Unglücksprädisposition. Und die physische Manifestation dieser Idee ist das HAUS der Familie, das auf andere hell und unschuldig wirken mag, das seine Bewohner jedoch, darin sind sie sich einig, jahrzehntelang am Leben gehindert hat. 

					Als die Eltern beschließen, das HAUS endlich aufzugeben und in eine kleinere Wohnung zu ziehen, müsste dies eigentlich eine Erleichterung sein. Doch kaum verkauft, erscheint der Unglücksmagnet in völlig neuem Licht. Während der Tag des Umzugs näher rückt, werden die Lageberichte des Vaters, die die Tochter täglich telefonisch einholt, immer bizarrer. Und sie begreift, dass es hier um etwas ganz anderes geht als um einen Umzug.
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				»Oooh«, sagte mein Vater mit seiner warmen, sanften Stimme, sehr gedehnt, sodass es fast klang wie »uuuh« oder »huuuh«, »meine Ärmste, warum bist du nur immer so traurig? Nicht traurig sein, bitte.« Ich schaute finster, unbeeindruckt von den gutturalen Lauten, die mich offenbar trösten sollten.
»Das weißt du ganz genau! Warum hast du mir das angetan? Was hast du dir dabei nur gedacht?« Ich konnte wie immer nicht genug bekommen von diesen Fragen.
»Oh, huuuh«, sagte mein Vater wieder, als imitiere er mein Weinen oder als nehme er es vorweg, »das konnte ich doch nicht wissen.«
»Was du immer alles nicht wissen kannst! Hör endlich auf, so infantil zu sein, Papa.«
Es war der 3. Februar, früher Abend, Dämmerung, heftiger Regen. In wenigen Minuten würde ein Angestellter des Sicherheitsdienstes, der sich nicht darum scherte, ob noch jemand innerhalb der Mauern war, von außen das Tor abschließen. Wenn ich es bis dahin nicht geschafft hatte, würde ich über die Mauer klettern müssen, was allerdings einen Grad an körperlicher Fitness voraussetzte, über den ich nicht verfügte. Ich musste mich also beeilen. Mit klammen Fingern riss ich das dünne, feuchte Papier weg und wickelte die hellen Rosen aus. Weil sie im Laden immer viel zu lang waren, hatte ich eine Gartenschere in meiner Handtasche, mit der ich die Stiele kürzte. Ich steckte die Rosen in die dunkelgrüne Vase.
»Hier, siehst du«, sagte ich immer noch gereizt, »du bist hier der Einzige, der zu dieser Jahreszeit so viele frische Blumen bekommt.«
Mein Vater schwieg, vermutlich beleidigt wegen des Infantilitätsvorwurfs, überhaupt wegen all der Vorwürfe, die ich ihm immer schon machte.
Ich sprach nur mit ihm, wenn wir allein waren, was gar nicht so häufig vorkam, denn oft war meine Mutter dabei, die auf dem Weg immer an meinem Arm hing »wie ein Schluck Wasser«, wie man in ihrer Geburtsstadt Kassel sagte, meine Mutter, die quasi über Nacht instant-vergreiste ehemalige Berufsjugendliche, die komplexeste Person, die ich kenne, und zugleich die anstrengendste, wahrscheinlich auch die komplexeste und anstrengendste Person, die viele andere Menschen kennen.
Eigentlich wollte sie meistens nicht zum Friedhof, weil sie den Anblick immer noch nicht ertragen konnte, aber die Tatsache, dass sie etwas nicht wollte, war für sie schon immer der beste Grund, es erst recht zu tun. Negativität ist der Norden auf ihrem Kompass, das Einzige, worauf sie sich wirklich verlässt.
 
Auf dem Weg zerrte ich sie immer etwas unsanft über die stark befahrene Chausseestraße, denn wenn man sie nicht am Arm oder an der Hand anfasste, konnte es passieren, dass sie mitten auf der Fahrbahn vor einem viel zu schnell herannahenden Auto einfach stehen blieb wie ein Reh im Lichtschein, ungläubig schauend, eins der vielen wunderlichen Dinge, die sie sich in den letzten Monaten überraschend angewöhnt hatte. Auf dem Friedhofsgelände angekommen, musste ich sie nicht mehr so ziehen, wir gingen an der Kapelle und dem Mausoleum der Familie Stargardt vorbei, am Erbbegräbnis der Rossecks und passierten die naturalistische Luther-Statue, meine Mutter murmelte etwas verwaschen die Worte »hässlicher« und »Kerl«.
Links hinter einer kleinen Hecke, mein Vater. Meine Mutter verlor die Fassung, aber nicht so, wie ich es von ihr gewohnt war, hysterisch und sich ihrer Sache ganz sicher, sondern auf beunruhigende Weise stumm.
Es kam mir so vor, als arbeitete sie seit einer Weile gewissenhaft den imaginären Katalog von Verhaltensweisen schockgealterter Menschen ab. Hinter jedem Punkt auf der Checkliste plötzlich ein Haken. Dabei hatte meine Mutter das biologische Phänomen des Alterns nie einfach nur als Lauf der Dinge betrachtet, als nicht zu ändernde Tatsache, zu deren Linderung das Erwachsenenleben jegliche Art von Ablenkung und Sedierung bot, es war für sie eine bodenlose Ungeheuerlichkeit, etwas durch und durch Inakzeptables, ein Grauen, für das es im Grunde keine Worte gab (obwohl meine Mutter oft mit mir davon sprach; dass sie ein sogenanntes »Zeitproblem« hatte, wusste ich schon im Kindergartenalter).
Natürlich ist jedes Leben ein Kampf gegen die Zeit, aber meine Mutter hatte sich immer mit einer Wucht gegen die Vergänglichkeit gestemmt, mit einer Verzweiflung, die ich von niemandem sonst kannte. Auch die größten Melancholiker arrangierten sich irgendwann, fühlten plötzlich eine gewisse Reife in sich aufsteigen, fanden im Wechsel der Jahreszeiten Trost. Solche Leute waren für meine Mutter nur rückgratlose Verräter. Mit einer Kategorie wie der Zeit konnte es keinen Frieden geben. Meine Mutter versuchte, der Zeit aus dem Weg zu gehen, sie zu ignorieren. Ich erinnere mich an ihre Geburtstage, als ich noch ziemlich klein war und meine Mutter noch ganz jung, der 9. Januar war schon damals immer ein besonders düsterer Tag, meine Eltern und ich brachten ihn irgendwie hinter uns, Glückwünsche Außenstehender hatte sich meine Mutter schon vorher weitestgehend verbeten, Gäste gab es nicht. Am nächsten Tag tat meine Mutter, als wäre nichts gewesen.
 
Sie war gut geeignet für diese Taktik, sie hatte immer schon viel jünger ausgesehen, als sie war, mindestens zehn Jahre, sie hatte von ihren Eltern eine gute Hautbeschaffenheit geerbt, und je älter sie wurde, desto mehr schien sich der Abstand zwischen ihrem tatsächlichen und ihrem Schätzalter zu vergrößern.
 
Aber plötzlich hatte offenbar das Alter nun doch zugeschlagen, ausgerechnet bei ihr.
Da waren die auf der Hand liegenden Dinge, die Physiognomie und Haltung betrafen, der gebeugte Rücken und das abwechselnde Schlurfen und Trippeln, überhaupt die Langsamkeit sämtlicher Bewegungsabläufe. Manchmal sah ich sie, an einem verabredeten Ort wartend, von weit her auf mich zukommen, immer noch modisch und elegant gekleidet, wie ich schon aus der Ferne sehen konnte. So schlimm konnte es ja nicht sein, dachte ich dann, solange ihre Modeleidenschaft also noch intakt war.
