    Romanticism despaired over the destructive and dark aspects of reason that became evident after the French Revolution of 1789. 

When radical and cruel reason shattered and collapsed all principles and orders, it bred a deep distrust and skepticism toward reason. 

Amid the ruins of the mind, Romanticism turned inward, seeking individuality and emotion based on self-confirmation and human instinctive desires. 

While Romanticism clearly emerged as a reaction against Enlightenment and Neoclassicism, it neither ignored nor rejected reason. 

Instead, it viewed absolute and universal reason as something that evolves with historical flow, perceiving society as an organism undergoing birth, growth, decline, and extinction. 

Just as Romanticism rebelled against the norms of the Age of Reason, scientific rationalism, and the Industrial Revolution, 

Realism opposed the exaggerated emotionalism and subjectivism of Romanticism. 

Focusing on the unpleasant and ugly realities revealed by the February Revolution of 1848, 

Realism aimed to objectify the lives of the middle and lower classes. 

It posited that uncomfortable truths are inherent in human conceptual systems and linguistic practices. 

Realism concerned itself with how things appear in order to view unidealized subjects and events. 

Thus, it attempted to depict and faithfully express facts existing in third-person objective reality according to secular and empirical rules, without embellishment or interpretation. 

This book approaches 15 films from the UK, Japan, and France through the intersection of emotion and thought. 

It contemplates the universal human emotions and experiences contained within the precarious spectacles of these three nations' histories. 

By breaking free from prescribed emotional lines and the uncomfortable framework of fixed thought, this book reads the UK, Japan, and France through their cinematic narratives. 

Even when the film ends, it remains an unsettling stimulus with an unknown conclusion.

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  1. Wuthering Heights_1939, directed by William Wyler. 
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    Emily Brontë (1818-1848), an English novelist and poet, published her only novel, "Wuthering Heights," in 1847. 

Born into a middle-class family in Haworth, Yorkshire, in northern England, 

Emily suffered from frequent illnesses during her childhood. 

The cold and damp climate and the lack of a proper sewage system compromised Emily's immune system. 

After her mother, Maria Branwell, passed away early, the Brontë sisters were influenced by their stern and strict clergyman father, 

Patrick Brontë, and turned their interests towards literature and art. Emily Brontë expressed her wild vitality by climbing the steep hills in the beautiful countryside filled with green pastures. 

She shed her shy unsociability in the solemn moorlands and revealed a vivid and chilling primal passion. 

"Wuthering Heights," like a roller coaster, intensely deals with complex love stories, revenge, solitude, and social class issues. 

William Wyler's adaptation, which faithfully reproduces the atmosphere and emotions of the original, is considered a classic among the many remakes of the film. 

Using poetic language, it projects dark moods and deep human emotions onto the black-and-white nature. 

The vivid sexual passion and the power of language and imagery leave a deep impression on critics.
 










   Combining elements of romantic drama and Gothic novel, "Wuthering Heights" captures pure emotion and passionate conflict in the mysterious and dark settings of 19th-century Yorkshire, England. 

Trapped in a snowstorm and staying at Wuthering Heights, the traveler Lockwood is awakened by the howling wind. 

As the shutters on the window bang back and forth, he hears the voice of the ghost Catherine calling for Heathcliff. Heathcliff, mad with longing, runs out into the snowstorm, calling for Catherine. 

The housekeeper Nelly Dean, who serves as a narrator, recounts the tumultuous love story at Wuthering Heights to Lockwood through a frame narrative in flashbacks. 

Major events in the nonlinear plot are revealed through multiple perspectives and recollections, with the present and past intertwining. 





    Heathcliff, who becomes a member of the Earnshaw family, is subjected to abuse and hatred due to the disparity in social status. 

His pure love with Catherine, which flourished at the freedom-dominated Wuthering Heights, is suppressed by reason with the introduction of Thrushcross Grange. 

Edgar Linton of the Linton family at Thrushcross Grange symbolizes a stable life and civilized order. 

The songbird passing between the wild Wuthering Heights and the serene Thrushcross Grange represents Catherine's inner conflict. 

Catherine suppresses her wild freedom with Heathcliff and heads towards Thrushcross Grange. 

Heathcliff, burning with cynical revenge due to the abuse from Catherine's brother Hindley, unleashes tragic passion when Catherine decides to marry Edgar Linton. 

Leaving Wuthering Heights with a vow of vengeful love-hate, Heathcliff becomes ensnared by a desire for wealth. 

Isabella, Edgar's sister, falls victim to Heathcliff upon his return to Wuthering Heights. Heathcliff's pathological obsession and love-hate drive Catherine to her death. Heathcliff's curse, which includes seizing the properties of both the Earnshaw and Linton families, leads to generational conflict and tragedy. 









   Wuthering Heights is a semiotic space dominated by the forces of nature and primal human emotions. 

Like the violent and destructive storms of nature, Heathcliff and Catherine's love and hatred reflect an emotional current that connects to the inner states of the characters. 

Thrushcross Grange symbolizes harmony and safety but also carries images of repression and confinement. 

The window serves as a semiotic boundary between inside and outside, safety and danger, civilization and wilderness, and communicates past memories and unfinished emotions. 

Catherine's ghost symbolizes the persistence of intense emotions and vengefulness that continue to flicker within the storm even after death.
 



 






    Emily Brontë passed away at the age of 30, just one year after the publication of her book. 

It is believed that her pneumonia worsened due to the harsh local climate, the unsanitary conditions of her home, and contaminated water seeping from the church graveyard. 

Mid-19th century England experienced rapid urbanization, resulting in many people living in cramped conditions with very poor sanitation. 

The lack of an adequate sewage system led to contaminated water and unsanitary environments, promoting the spread of diseases such as tuberculosis, cholera, diphtheria, and pneumonia. 

Additionally, the medical facilities and knowledge at the time were limited, lacking effective treatments for infectious diseases and the development of antibiotics, making bacterial infections difficult to treat. 

Emily Brontë's "Wuthering Heights" was criticized for its depiction of immoral passions but later became a classic of English literature. 

The film adaptation also received critical acclaim, winning the New York Film Critics Circle Award for Best Film in 1939 and being nominated for eight Academy Awards, including Best Picture, Best Director, and Best Actor. 

Queen Victoria (1837-1901), during her most illustrious period, established a stable monarchy with significant influence, setting the tradition for the British royal family to "reign but not rule."
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  Reading Britain through the Lens of Cinema. 
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    George II of the Hanoverian dynasty (1727-1760) actively engaged in various diplomatic wars in Europe and overseas colonies, securing practical benefits and expanding Britain's interests in overseas trade. 

Britain established the foundation of global dominance with its victory at the Battle of Plassey in 1757. 

George III (1760-1820), who desired to restore real royal authority, sought to exercise his royal prerogatives by appointing close associates to key positions, but he was unable to perform his duties normally. 

In 1770, Britain began the Industrial Revolution, laying the groundwork for establishing global economic hegemony. 

The guarantee of property rights led to an explosive increase in inventions and patents, boosting growth potential and national competitiveness. 

In 1782, Britain secured a final victory in the naval war against the Netherlands and solidified its control over India with a victory in the war against the Kingdom of Mysore in southwestern India in 1792. 

The defeat of Napoleon at the Battle of Trafalgar (1805) marked the beginning of the British Empire. 

The Rothschild family made a fortune by gaining an advantage in information warfare during the Battle of Waterloo (1815), a conflict between British and French interpretations of Roman law. 

Britain's main crops were wheat and rye. 

Wheat and rye, with their shallow roots unable to utilize deep soil nutrients, depleted the nutrients in the topsoil, such as nitrogen, phosphorus, and potassium. 

This led to soil depletion and, since wheat and rye were harvested only once a year, resulted in declining productivity and stagnant population growth in Britain. 










   As population pressure decreased in Britain, labor costs significantly rose, leading to a focus on inventing innovative machinery. 

Britain developed the Yorkshire farming method to sustain population growth. 
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
