Chapter 1: The Politics of Today

	The United States of America is a beacon of hope in this dark world. America gives us the freedom to do what we want, achieve what we want, and explore what we want. She is a beautiful coalition of unique, differentiated states across a vast wilderness of God-created land. We are so blessed compared to other parts of the world. Our allies in Europe have their geographic gifts as well, but they don’t have the sheer size we have here in the states. Europe is full of countries that make up their land. The United States is one land from New York to California that stands behind the principles of manifest destiny and exploration. We are a titan of resources that is and will forever be the apex predator of the globe. Other lands, like those of Russia, China, India, and so on, are challengers on this globe we call Earth, but we, the United States of America, are at the top of the food chain. We lead the world in economic development, military power, nuclear power, innovation, and more. A small child in Nashville, Tennessee, grows up to build a business or to become a lawyer in our country, not some faraway land. Other nations’ youth leave their lives behind to immigrate to the land of the free and the home of the brave, the United States of America. Over the years of our great Republic, we have faced challenges like fighting for our independence against the tyrannical British Crown in the 1700s, defending our homeland against the defeated British in the War of 1812, exploring the rugged terrain out west to expand our country, and ending slavery in a bloody civil war that took the lives of about 600,000 of our countrymen in the 1860s. The United States was started by a movement of patriots that I coined the patriot movement. Our Founding Fathers truly are all the patriots of the American Revolution who fought for our freedom from the signing of the Declaration in 1776 to the declaration of victory and peace in the Treaty of Paris in 1783. The ones that stand out, though, are none other than General George Washington, our nation’s first president; Thomas Jefferson, our nation’s first secretary of state; John Adams, our nation’s second president; and Thomas Paine, author of Common Sense, our nation’s first written book of enlightenment. These men have given Americans hope through the years in all kinds of crises. They were watching over Abraham Lincoln during the Civil War, over our soldiers in the Vietnam War, and they were in our hearts when the September 11, 2001, terrorist attacks happened. The idea of our Founding Fathers has always been and will always be a sign of patriotism and hope. Each era has someone to maintain that destiny of freedom like they did for us in the 1770s. Today, that man is President Donald Trump. Trump is our George Washington. The energy of nationalism he displays when he talks about our military, the threat of China, the enemy from within, unfair trade deals with so-called allies, and more gives the populace the spirit of 1776 it needs. During his first term as president, he signed an executive order establishing something called the 1776 Commission. The sole purpose of this enactment from Trump was to give an accurate depiction of our founding and how it created a nation of freedom and prosperity (3). For our country to idolize our historical heroes, we must give them credit and treat them with honor rather than hatred. Donald Trump has and will continue to idolize our Founding Fathers and our founding in general. 1776 is the greatest year in human history because it gave us the foundation of political greatness. As the great Alex Jones has said many times, “The answer to 1984 is 1776!”

	The enemy forces in America today are manipulative and very well-connected. They have had control over this country for many years and seek world domination, a national security state in our homeland, and maximum control over the populace. This tyranny can be found in many places throughout the world and in our country. The catalyst for this authoritative movement is exemplified within the Democrat Party. The Democrat Party of the United States has always had a history of tyranny. They were the party of slavery, segregation, and the KKK. This indictment goes to the leadership and the controllers of the Democrat Party, not the average member. Bill Barr, Donald Trump’s Attorney General at the time and the nation’s top law enforcement official, gave a public press conference proving that the corporate media had been displaying propaganda about our president for years. The Democrats did this because they fear a strong nationalistic figure. They want institutionalists or globalists. If you stick up for the United Nations over America, Europe over America, or pro-war policies in the name of worldwide democracy over rational realist policies, then the Democrats want you. The false Russia indictment by the left was a battle plan to hinder or destroy two powerful nationalist leaders in the international order. The main target, of course, was Donald Trump, who was establishing an order of America-first policies. The second target was Vladimir Putin, who had governed Russia for many years. Hollywood views the flyover states of America as a tool for their fame. They want to make as much money as possible with their material, and they play off average Americans to obtain that. All of this is evident while, at the same time, Hollywood stars lecture rural Americans about public policy. A large majority believe in extremely radical liberal policies like unchecked immigration, disarming the public or abolishing the Second Amendment, and overall race-based identity politics. The entertainment industry has gone from a model of American ingenuity and innovation to one of Democrat Party rule and lecturing.

	The corporate media in the United States also has a distinct role in the tyranny encompassing our land. Journalism was founded in this country on holding the government and strong authorities accountable. The purpose of the press was to seek out stories that uncovered corruption in government and held those people in check. Today, we only have a handful of true journalists in our system. The major networks like CNN, MSNBC, NBC, ABC, CBS, and more are talking heads of authority. The media shifted in this country from being independent to being colleagues of the government. They do their bidding and their dirty work for them, and it is mostly one-sided. Talking heads like Jake Tapper of CNN, George Stephanopoulos of ABC, and others say they’re journalists, but they are Democrat Party operatives. (5) For example, during Joe Biden’s presidency, it was reported that he received money from the Chinese. Breitbart News reported that most of the press, including ABC, NBC, and CBS, all ignored this scathing report that Biden took in $260,000 from Chinese-connected business partners in 2019(5). If Donald Trump were alleged to have obtained money from the Chinese, the authorities would be at his door in a heartbeat. The government and media framed President Trump as a Russian asset with no evidence. They gaslit and lied to the American people for over two years of Trump’s first presidency, saying he essentially was a traitor to our country. The moral of the story is that the media protects Democrats and goes after Republicans, especially Trump Republicans. It is key to understand that Trump completely shattered the media’s disclaimer of non-partisanship. The phenomena behind our corrupt media go deeper than the Democrat Party versus the Republican Party. The press covers for perpetrators of the establishment and their orthodoxy. The biggest threat President Trump poses is that he is his own man. He is not in awe of the establishment in Washington. He wants to create a new establishment of populism and patriotism in America. Unfortunately, the corporate media is filled with men and women who want society to be governed by radical progressivism, pro-war foreign policy, and overall Democrat energy. 	Following that, as expressed earlier, rural America is the epicenter of the patriot movement. On the other hand, our cities throughout the country have become the training centers for tyrannical liberal politics. Yes, our cities can be beautiful and can attract great energy, but they can also hinder our pride and our nationalism. Most of America’s cities are very liberal or Democrat Party-controlled. (6) BALLOTPEDIA did great research on the percentage of Americans living under Democrat leadership versus Republican leadership in our cities. The source found that in 2024, 76% of the populace of America’s biggest 100 cities resided in cities with Democrat mayors and only 16% resided in Republican mayoral cities. This points to a bigger issue regarding rural America versus urban America. Both places have great patriotic people of different ideologies living in them, but our leaders have led us into a situation where we are being divided based on geography and culture. When our nation began in 1776, we were only 13 smaller colonies that made up tough and hardened men and women of their time. As we advanced as a nation, we industrialized and expanded throughout the continent. This created a beautiful diversity that our Republic cherished for centuries. Sadly, our diversity of land and culture is dividing us today. Urban America has been conditioned to overlook our rural folks. They have been led by a Democrat machine that values mass immigration over American citizenship and that values strength in our identities over strength based on merit. This is where the big divide lies, with the patriot movement and the outsiders or loyalists to the status quo. We are living in two Americas that are developing in completely different ways. One, led by the patriots and the Republican Party, is developing in ways that favor God over government, guns over disarmament, nationalism over globalism, and freedom over control. In contrast, urban folks, led by the Democrat Party, corporate media, and the establishment's tyrants, are developing in ways that favor government over God, pandering over merit, globalism over nationalism, and trust in our institutions rather than skepticism of them. These two different worldviews are causing our nation to clash in a way not seen since the Civil War in the 1860s, and it is a very paranoid time to be alive.

	To wrap up this discussion on the enemy forces facing our nation, there is an entire billionaire class devoted to advancing left-wing politics throughout the land. The Darth Vader of this class is one George Soros. George Soros is an elder billionaire investor and businessman who is essentially the Godfather of the Democrat Party. He has spent vast sums of money to influence elections throughout our country to advance the progressive cause. (7) Explained by Brian Schwartz, “George Soros’ backed nonprofit invested at least $140 million into politically charged nonprofits just one year before the midterm elections” (7). Big money in the world has been weaponized to help the Democratic cause and expand their influence. Wall Street and billionaire class donors are doing all they can to clamp down on populism in America and worldwide. Fortunately, President Trump was able to defeat their wealth apparatus and deliver a major victory for freedom and conservatism in the 2024 election.

	Within the patriot movement of the United States, there is a lot of great policy and initiative. Overall, this movement places the most emphasis on freedom and individual liberty. With President Trump as our voice, our activists and policymakers nationwide stand and push for pro-gun freedom, free speech, peace through strength, a strong entrepreneurial class, tax cuts, regulation cuts, a strong border, and great conservative classical liberal principles. For starters, the greatest right we have as Americans is possessing firearms. It makes us unique compared to Europe and other nations. Since our countrymen and women are armed, it makes our government and potential foreign invaders very hesitant to infringe upon us. For the traitors in our government, they know that if they attempt to scale back our freedoms and pursue communist-style policies, they will be met by millions of law-abiding patriots with firearms to defend themselves and their families. And for potential foreign invaders, they know that not only would they have to contend with our military and government, but also with the millions of armed citizens throughout our land. It is easy to criticize the number of firearms in the United States, but it is also a major reason why our country is the most secure and prosperous land in the world. This God-given right was prescribed to us by our Founders in the 1700s. The average colonist in 1776 knew that the greatest thing the British feared was a rough and tough American patriot with a rifle and a bullet. It is mainstream opinion in the Democratic Party and among their elite class to ban semi-automatic weapons. The rise of technology in the 21st century has intensified the issue of free speech. Back in the day, the way you made your voice heard was by speaking in the public square. You can still do that today, but the more sophisticated public square is online. The technological revolution has made it possible to reach millions or even billions of people from your home. Social media has taken over the microphone for political discourse, and it must be a place of constitutionalism. The capital of the technological world is Silicon Valley in California. This area encompasses a worldview of extreme progressivism, which is evident in how they conduct their business. Many conservative or patriotic voices have been silenced by Big Tech due to the indictment that their ideas are hateful when they are really just different from the liberal orthodoxy. The test case for banning patriotic voices online was seen in the banning of Alex Jones from platforms. This was done in 2018 and marked the beginning of mass censorship in the American psyche. Mr. Jones is not only a silenced voice; he is an outspoken critic of government corruption. Jones and his patriotic organization, InfoWars, have been a beacon of American nationalism since the 1990s, and his voice was scaring powerful people in the Democratic establishment, like Hillary Clinton. Clinton, a major power player in Democratic politics, mentioned Alex Jones by name at one of her rallies in the 2016 election. She displayed a massive power move on Jones that day, and the establishment never forgave him for being pro-Trump and, more importantly, pro-freedom over tyranny. After the Alex Jones banning, the hunt for conservative voices was in full mobilization and led to massive violations. People could not criticize the government during the COVID-19 pandemic, during the election results in the 2020 presidential election, and so on. President Trump was even banned from social media after the January 6th incident in Washington. Free speech is a right, not a privilege, and it must be maintained.

	The foreign policy outlook for the patriot movement in this country is one of peace through strength. President Trump has adopted the Andrew Jackson and Ronald Reagan style of power, which builds up American defense and utilizes it to stoke massive fear in the enemy so they will never dare to attack us. We patriots want our policy to emphasize building up the United States military and making it the most elite fighting force on the planet so nobody dares to mess with us. With our victory over the Axis Powers in World War II, we established an order of American military dominance that still echoes today. World War II made the United States a force like no other and established an international order based on American values and Western hegemony. Fast-forwarding to today, Donald Trump and the patriots fully support the U.S. military in carrying the world order through the century. (8) According to Trump White House numbers, in 2020, during Trump’s first term as president, he rebuilt the military with $738 billion in defense spending (8). Trump always made sure the defense budget was substantial because he truly believes in a policy of peace through strength to deter hostile actors. To maintain a safe society, we must keep our military as strong as possible, and the patriot forces want that under President Trump. This country is the greatest place on Earth due to our armed forces and the sacrifices they have made throughout our history. It truly is amazing to think that our military started as a group of rebellious farmers in rural areas of the original 13 colonies in 1776 and became the modern-day force that possesses massive nuclear weapons and millions of patriots across our land serving to keep America as the global superpower. The United States began as a militia of nobodies in the eyes of the enemy and has turned into the greatest fighting force on Earth today. Trump understands this, and he wants to govern the military with a bully pulpit. He aims to deter aggressive behavior by China, Russia, Iran, and others, and he wants to lead a world order pursuing patriotic nationalism worldwide. Millions upon millions of patriots in the U.S. have had the courage to start a business, create a product, employ workers, and supply innovation. This practice makes America the strongest economic power worldwide. (9) The Council on Foreign Relations did a great piece on the United States' rise to global power. In this piece, they stated, “By the middle of the 1880s, the United States had surpassed Britain as the world’s leading producer of manufactured goods and steel.” Once the United States gained economic power, it never lost it. In 2024, we are the standard of the world in economic development and innovation. We are the envy of the world when it comes to business success, and everyone wants a piece of our gold rush. The patriot forces behind Trump see our economic success as a star of hope. We want to let others know that they cannot take advantage of us anymore and that they cannot steal from us anymore. The United States has massive trade deficits with several countries. President Trump addressed this in his first term, and he will again very soon. His policy plan and action of utilizing tariffs to force companies back into the United States is brilliant. Tariffs are seen as a negative by establishment Washington because they don’t care about the average worker. They want to get rich and lecture the rest of us on free trade when they have allowed our industries to go overseas. Under Donald Trump’s leadership of economic nationalism, our people have a fighting chance for American pride in their work. The display of tariffs has and will force money, business, jobs, and industry back into the homeland, and it will deter leaders in China and in every other nation from ripping Americans off. Shown in the Trump White House archives, the president imposed tariffs on China worth hundreds of billions of dollars in Chinese goods to help American workers and to punish the corrupt Communist Chinese government. Trump saved our country billions upon billions of dollars by pushing for America-first economic policies or Trumponomics (10). Over the years, statesmen have coined phrases with their names to symbolize power in their ideology. President Reagan used Reaganomics to symbolize free-market capitalism and very pro-corporation economic policies; President Bush used Bushism to symbolize hawkish military usage with his foreign policy; President Obama used Obamacare to symbolize pro-big government healthcare policy; and President Trump used Trumponomics to symbolize fair trade against abuse by other countries with his economic and trade policies. The patriot movement in the United States started with "taxation is theft" against the British in the 1770s and has come all the way to "fair trade is better than corrupt free trade" in the 2000s against elitists in our country and around the world.

	The people of the United States want a strong border. Our borders represent sovereignty, and sovereignty is as powerful as the Bible to patriots like President Trump and me. Immigration is good and necessary; we have always believed that. My family, the Musacchio’s, came to the United States in the early 1900s from Italy. They were courageous and hopeful, and they accomplished so much by coming here. From policy experts at the Heritage Foundation to police officers in Syracuse, New York, to Republicans in Congress to former President and current President-elect Trump in the White House, and many more, we are devoting our existence to God’s plan of patriotism and conservatism in the United States.

	The enemy forces plaguing our nation and our politics have a vision of the world that gives me true heartache. The tyranny of the Democrat Party and the corrupt Washington D.C. establishment believe in an America that pushes massive taxation on the people, massive regulation on the people, the confiscation of firearms, censorship, imperialistic war policies, open borders, and overall government control of the people. The anti-American forces are inclined to pursue total power over the individual through the United States government. On the flip side, former Speaker of the House of Representatives Nancy Pelosi projects messages like this all over her congressional website: “As we mark this anniversary, Ukraine is running out of bullets, supplies, and time. There is a strong, bipartisan majority in the House to pass President Biden’s request for more aid to Ukraine, and Speaker Johnson must give us a vote. For the people of Ukraine and for freedom in the world, Putin must be defeated” (12). People like Nancy Pelosi, other Democrat politicians, and Bush-era Republicans don’t care about the struggling people on our streets. They care about the men and women fighting and living in Ukraine on the other side of the world. And they don’t care about them because of freedom; they care about them because they want to use them to weaken the Russian military as much as possible. Hundreds of thousands—and some say over a million—people have died in this war. Ukraine has been devastated by death and destruction. The corrupt elites in the United States see this war as a desire to cripple the Russian war machine without using any of our soldiers. The corrupt statists want to pass policies revoking citizens of their gun rights. (13) Shown on PBS in 2022, the Democrat Party in the House of Representatives pushed forward legislation that would ban semi-automatic firearms in the United States. Millions of law-abiding patriotic Americans have these weapons. If the Democrats had their way and legally banned these firearms, a second civil war would become very realistic very fast. The patriots say that the Internet is a tool of innovation, connection, and freedom of thought. This is what President Trump believes, what Elon Musk believes, and what other forces of good believe. On the other hand, the tyrants say that the Internet is a tool of misinformation, malinformation, hate speech, and destruction. Destructive forces like John Kerry say this, Hillary Clinton says this, the corporate media says this, and more. The fight for freedom of speech is one of patriotism versus corrupt power. In 2003, Bush launched a massive invasion of Iraq and began a war that would control the American mindset until 2011 and beyond. On the other hand, the Obama operatives or Clinton associates of the Democratic Party were in power when the leader of Libya, Muammar Gaddafi, was killed. The campaign to take down Gaddafi by the West and the United States was another effort to shape world affairs. The U.S. saw a threat in Gaddafi’s leadership and began a mission to see him deposed. These places ranged from Iran and Chile to Guatemala and Cuba (14). It is known around the globe that if the CIA has you on their radar, take precautions because a coup funded by the Americans may be coming your way. This man mentioned, Allen Dulles, has been studied for many years. He is regarded as one of the Central Intelligence Agency's top leaders in its history. Robert Kennedy Junior, son of the assassinated candidate for president in 1968, Robert Kennedy, has publicly said that the CIA was behind his uncle's murder in 1963. His uncle was, of course, President John F. Kennedy, a true American patriot. The skepticism surrounding the CIA has intensified over the years. Many Americans believe they have tangled with domestic issues throughout history. The patriot movement seems to always be under attack by corrupt forces in the CIA. Unfortunately, when a phenomenon this big takes place, it invites all kinds of individuals. The Founders of this great country grew up alongside British tyranny. Our hero, George Washington, even fought with the British in the French and Indian War. Eventually, after years of corruption and tyranny by the British Empire, the colonists decided to rebel. This rebellion, led by patriots of the colonies, started the freedom-loving movement I coined the patriot movement. Our movement began with these rugged individuals of the 1770s who saw government overreach on display. They protested the heavy taxation the British imposed on the colonists. The British were doing this to help pay off the burden of the French and Indian War, and they saw the colonists as weak slaves of their system. The British wanted to control the colonists' property and reduce them to a slave class. The British royalty believed that if the American colonies had their own nationalism or loyalty to themselves, then they would lose their entire Empire. They saw tyranny over the colonists as a necessity to keep their Empire intact. The British feared they could lose control of Ireland and the British West Indies as well. On the contrary, the patriotic colonists saw this as an absolute threat. This is where our 1776 spirit of resistance originated. The Revolutionary War started because the colonists, led by patriots like George Washington and John Adams, saw themselves as an independent group as opposed to pawns of the British Empire. The Americans had a sense of self-identity that was rooted in republican values over British imperialistic values. The professional class of the American colonists led a rebellion that resulted in the Revolutionary War with the British Empire. These professional patriots—lawyers, merchants, and planters—led thousands of passionate ordinary Americans into battle to fight for their independence and personal liberty (15).

	To truly understand the origins of our rebellious mindsets as Americans, you need to examine the patriotic Sons of Liberty. The Sons of Liberty were patriots of the revolution who got the colonists to act against the British. They were the original political activists and disruptors. The energy exemplified in modern patriots like Alex Jones, Steve Bannon, Tucker Carlson, and more comes from the spirit shown by the Sons of Liberty in the early days of our Republic. (16) The Sons of Liberty patriots were the masterminds behind the Boston Tea Party, and they organized colonists to resist British tyranny, not caring if they lost their lives in the process. The Sons of Liberty was a patriotic paramilitary political entity that worked under the radar. It was created to oppose British rule in the colonies and led to the campaign for freedom against the British in the Revolutionary War. The Sons of Liberty emerged in the cities of Boston and New York. In a 1765 article by Samuel Adams, he explained the power of the Sons of Liberty: “The Sons of Liberty on the 14th of August 1765, a Day which ought to be forever remembered in America, animated with a zeal for their country then upon the brink of destruction, and resolved, at once to save her.” The Sons of Liberty and the patriots who were arrested on January 6th, 2021, at the U.S. Capitol are, in my opinion, very similar. Like the Sons of Liberty patriots who were resisting British tyranny, the Trump-supporting patriots were resisting what they believed was a stolen election by corrupt forces. Both groups, one in the 1760s and '70s and the other in modern society, were ignited with the spirit of 1776 to defend what they saw as unjust. This is the battle of freedom versus tyranny…

	Moving on past that, it must be highlighted how crucial President George Washington was for the success of the patriot movement in its early days. Washington had the courage and the stamina to outlast the greatest power in the world, the British Empire. His unrelenting nationalism led the colonies to fight for their independence and to win their freedom. We don’t have a country without General and President George Washington. He truly is the Father of the United States of America. General Washington was the United States’ first Commander in Chief of the armed forces. He led the United States through a brutal war known as the Revolutionary War, which determined our fate as a nation. Throughout the hard-fought war, the United States lost about 6,800 soldiers. About 6,100 were wounded, and upwards of 20,000 were taken prisoner as well. It was a brutal campaign, with men dying not only from war but from disease and more. Many great patriots died in our war for independence, and their sacrifice lives on through all of us today. Patriotically, our men took out a great number of British imperialists. It is said that about 24,000 British regulars were killed in the war. Many more forces of evil were killed than forces of good. General Washington led us through many great battles, including but not limited to the Battle at Lexington and Concord in Massachusetts, the Battle of Saratoga in New York, and the Battle of Yorktown in Virginia. To begin, Lexington and Concord were the first battle of the American Revolutionary War. It occurred on April 19, 1775, and it resulted in an American victory. The colonists of Massachusetts defied British power while being outgunned by the Redcoats. The British wanted to hinder and destroy American rebellion in the area, and they attempted to seize firearms from the patriots. This led directly to war breaking out, and the colonists were able to alert local militia forces, successfully deterring the British threat. This was the first of many victories for the United States. Following that, General Washington led the United States to victory in the Battle of Saratoga as well. This battle took place from September 19 until October 7, 1777. It was a major turning point in the war for the Americans, and it showed that even while outnumbered, the patriots could still win. Saratoga was one of Washington’s most decisive victories in the Revolutionary War, and it terminated British General John Burgoyne’s rule over the Hudson River Valley. Washington was able to solidify the French alliance pact and march forward to victory. Lastly, the Battle of Yorktown, from September 28 until October 19, 1781, in Virginia, in essence, won the war for the colonists. It was a decisive engagement against the British, and they ultimately surrendered. This battle was a three-week siege, and the United States was outnumbered. The Americans were able to prevail, securing a British surrender and a negotiated peace with the signing of the Treaty of Paris in 1783. The Battle of Yorktown forced the British Empire to relinquish its power over the American Colonies and gave George Washington and his country freedom at last (17). General Washington led the United States with courage and pride, resulting in the defeat of the British Empire; it did not matter that he was outnumbered and outgunned. Washington was able to rally his troops to victory, and he was rightfully treated like a god for the rest of his life. He rose to prominence in politics, becoming the United States' first president, and he led us in that office from 1789 until 1797. President George Washington was a great man and a disciple of the patriot movement in the United States.

	Thomas Jefferson was another Founding Father who ignited the patriot movement in this country. From his writing skills expressed in the Declaration of Independence to his diplomatic ability as President of the United States in obtaining the Louisiana Purchase from France, he showcased grit and determination on the political stage. President Jefferson was a role model for true patriotic virtue that our statesmen today should adhere to. In the early days of the rebellion against the British, the Founding Fathers were contemplating how to get their message of freedom and independence out to the public. The colonial elite had to convince average men and women that the fight against the crown was worthwhile, and they had to stimulate the vigor in every colonial man to fight for their country or their colonies. The British needed to be confronted, and the Founders utilized Thomas Jefferson to get their rallying cry out. The Continental Congress put together a committee to write a Declaration of Independence. They selected five patriotic individuals to do this: John Adams, our future second president; Benjamin Franklin; Thomas Jefferson, our future third president; Robert Livingston; and Roger Sherman were nominated. Jefferson was considered the most gifted writer out of the group, and he was named the principal author of the Declaration. While in Philadelphia, Thomas Jefferson drafted a “common sense” treatise for everyday colonists. He was able to articulate a message of colonial unity against the British Empire, and he laid out why their tyrannical practices had to be met with American resistance (18). Jefferson was able to rally the rugged individuals of that time to fight alongside George Washington to take their freedom from the British and their controlled enslavement. Thomas Jefferson was very close to George Washington, and when Washington became President of the United States, he named Jefferson as his Secretary of State. The nation's first head diplomat was, in fact, Thomas Jefferson, and he led the State Department with passion and loyalty in adherence to the U.S. Constitution.

	(19) Secretary of State Jefferson came into his position with a lot of energy. He clashed with some of President Washington’s staff, including Alexander Hamilton. Hamilton was a brilliant man who understood finance better than almost anyone, and he was Washington’s Secretary of the Treasury. Jefferson was loyal to the French. He very much favored France and wanted to maintain close relations with them. Jefferson felt that the alliance pact they had during the Revolutionary War was extremely crucial (19). According to Jefferson, without France, we would have no USA. He very well may have been right with this claim. The early years of the new Republic caused some patriotic leaders to clash on the prospect of how to govern a young nation. Jefferson served President Washington loyally for three years as his Secretary of State but ended up leaving the post. Thomas Jefferson was able to govern the country how he saw fit years later when he won the presidency against John Adams in 1800. The beauty of this time in American history was that the Founding Fathers didn’t always agree, and they were still able to get past that in service of the country. Also, the ruling class was united in their love of the country and in their attempt to do what they believed was best for the average man and woman of that time. As the years went on, the ruling class became more corrupt and more self-serving, and this is why we have a portion of the country today that hates the founding principles of America. With all that said, Jefferson made great changes and reinvigorated the United States when he came to the power of the presidency in 1801. You could argue that President Thomas Jefferson was the most consequential president of the early Republic. President Jefferson was responsible for the Louisiana Purchase, which massively upgraded the country. It was a deal with France, and it gave the United States an additional 827,000 or so square miles of land west of the Mississippi River. It cost the U.S. 15 million dollars and essentially blocked Spain and France from the continent. President Jefferson was responsible for doubling the size of the country (20). Jefferson gave the United States a great gift with this diplomacy. He was able to accelerate the idea of manifest destiny in the country, which led the way for American expansion in the 1800s, and he showed foreign leaders that he valued American hegemony. The U.S. showed a great display of authority in the eyes of France, and this was especially important because this was right around the time of Napoleon Bonaparte. Napoleon is considered one of the most powerful men in recorded history. He single-handedly took over the French power structure and led with an iron fist for years. He was the 1800s' Adolf Hitler. He was a dictator, a conqueror, and a French nationalist. President Jefferson’s leadership and strength in acquiring land and more let the French people know, and specifically Napoleon know, that we were not to be messed with. The French were essentially our big brother at the time, and Napoleon could have easily attempted to bully us like he did with the majority of Europe. The fact that we had a common enemy in Britain and that the United States had strong nationalistic leadership was the reason why we were able to navigate through the years of Napoleon. To gain the respect of world leaders and power brokers, the U.S. needs to match their energy with American power and strength on the world stage.

	As stated, the Revolutionary Era was the origin of our country’s patriot movement, and this is the same movement that guides President Trump and the coalition of America First rebels today. Our Founding Fathers mobilized on behalf of the populace to fight and win in the bloody war against the tyrannical British Empire. President George Washington, President Thomas Jefferson, and the entirety of the American Colonies in the 1770s deserve a huge amount of credit for getting our country turbocharged into the 19th century. Without them and without the grace of God, we would still be part of the British Empire, and we wouldn’t have the greatest economic and military-powered nation in the world. The patriot movement is truly lucky to have this history so we can learn from our past to advance American greatness.

	The next era that the patriot movement showed some light on was that of the Jacksonian era. This era in our history showcases many critical things that define American patriotism and more. It was centered around one man, Andrew Jackson, who consumed all of the spotlight when he rose to political fame. He was one of the most dynamic figures in American history, and he held the political limelight for many years. President Jackson’s role in Washington, D.C., or the swamp, was very closely related to that of President Donald Trump’s role in the corrupt city today. Both figures represented and still represent change and populism. The average man and woman related to President Jackson in the same way that they relate to President Trump. To understand where nationalism in the United States is today under Donald Trump, one must understand the significance Andrew Jackson played in revitalizing nationalism in the 19th century. For starters, Andrew Jackson, before becoming President of the United States, was an acclaimed military general for the nation and a true war hero. His commitment to leading soldiers gave him great confidence in his ability to manage young patriots, and his extreme desire for loyalty allowed him to be relatable to the common folks of the time. General Jackson was a son of the Revolutionary War, born in 1767. He witnessed British tyranny at a young age, which radicalized him in the fight for the colonies, ultimately making him symbolic toward grassroots constituencies in the young United States. Jackson was put on this Earth by God to defend American values from the encroaching Redcoats of Britain. He truly was a great man. (21) President Jackson was able to fight the British once again when they came back for the states in the hard-fought campaign known as the War of 1812. As I mentioned, Jackson was a respected general at this time, and throughout this war, his men fought through enemy territory in numerous battles. The most significant one was the Battle of New Orleans, where General Jackson rose to absolute prominence on the national stage. He successfully led his patriotic soldiers to a massive victory over the British, proving that he was a genius tactician and strategist. The Battle of New Orleans won the United States the War of 1812, leading to an annihilation of British forces. On the historic day of January 8, 1815, American forces led by General Andrew Jackson, numbering 5,359 men, took on 8,392 British imperialists. Jackson and his troops took out 2,037 Redcoats, while their forces took out only 71 American soldiers. It was a humiliation of British power and sparked a great movement for Andrew Jackson and his countrymen. The United States defended their land from the British once again, and American power became even more solidified in the world psyche. After the success General Jackson saw from his time as a military leader, he became seen by the population as a savior. Citizens all over the young nation wanted Jackson to lead them to further greatness. One could argue that Jackson was the Dwight D. Eisenhower of his time. He was a respected military man with great success on the battlefield; the people wanted more of him, and he wanted more for his country. This is when the rise of grassroots populism started in the United States. Populism is the basic idea that there are a ruling elite class and a class of common people. Populism takes over the population when the average men and women feel they are being disenfranchised by the ruling or elite class. We are living through this struggle today in the United States, just as the Americans of the early 1800s were. It was a time of post-revolution energy throughout the land when Jackson entered the political arena. The year was 1824, and the chosen son of the Founders was running for President of the United States. This man was John Quincy Adams. Quincy Adams was a brilliant man whom I and the country at the time respected dearly. His father, John Adams, was our nation’s second President, and he taught his son to love freedom and to fight against corrupt authority. Both John Adams and his son John Quincy Adams were brilliant men. In contrast, Andrew Jackson was a great man as well, but he came from a different class. He wasn’t considered royalty like the Adamses. He was seen as a tough rebel who loved to fight and disrupt. This was a very true characterization of Andrew Jackson, and it caused elites in Washington to be skeptical of him while it caused average people throughout the countryside to relate to and love him. Jackson decided to run against the chosen heir in the 1824 Presidential Election and put his work in public policy. It was a hard-fought political battle, and the chosen one, John Quincy Adams, took power over General Andrew Jackson. Many saw this as a corrupt power move by the elites in Washington, D.C. The average person in America was angered by the Machiavellian nature of how this election played out. (22) Andrew Jackson won both the electoral vote and the popular vote over John Quincy Adams. Jackson garnered 99 electoral votes and 151,271 popular votes, while Quincy Adams obtained 84 electoral votes and 113,122 popular votes. In other words, the people of the country voted for Andrew Jackson. The corrupt forces in Washington couldn’t handle the prospect of an Andrew Jackson presidency, so using their power, they successfully co-opted a solution to get John Quincy Adams into power. The House of Representatives, not the people, elected John Quincy Adams to the presidency. This truly caused a spirit of distaste and distrust of Washington throughout the land. The people had their populist savior, Andrew Jackson, wrongfully thrown from power and replaced with a chosen vessel of the establishment order, John Quincy Adams. You would think this would deter a man’s passion, wouldn’t you? Well, you would be mistaken because this was not Andrew Jackson. He and Trump are one of a kind. Jackson came back to fight the establishment and put his name in the ring in the 1828 Presidential Election. This time, the corrupt forces in the swamp could not steal power from the war general. He won the presidency and took power from President John Quincy Adams in patriotic fashion. Andrew Jackson won 178 electoral votes and 642,553 popular votes, while President John Quincy Adams won 83 electoral votes and 500,897 popular votes (23). He was now President Andrew Jackson, and the people felt vindicated. The patriot movement was back on top over the corrupt forces of power, and God played a great hand once again in the divine intervention bestowed upon the United States. The symbolism of this is extremely striking. Andrew Jackson, a patriotic war hero, a populist, and a figure of hope for the common American, had the 1824 Presidential Election stolen from him by corrupt elites in Washington, D.C. He then remobilized his supporters and his energy to take on those same corrupt forces in the 1828 Presidential Election, and this time he overpowered them, winning in patriotic fashion over incumbent President John Quincy Adams. He was now President Andrew Jackson. Now, think of this: Donald Trump, a patriotic businessman, a populist, and a figure of hope for the common American, won the presidency in 2016 over the corrupt Democrat Hillary Clinton and the D.C. establishment. Trump then governed greatly for four years and had the 2020 Presidential Election taken from him due to illegal mail-in voting and illegal voting changes due to COVID-19. Joe Biden, a swamp creature of Washington his entire career, was installed as our president and has led horribly since 2021. Then, with God’s will, President Trump had the courage to run again to reclaim power in the 2024 election. He escaped lawfare and assassination and won against Kamala Harris, the vice president. Now, we are awaiting the second term of Donald Trump as our leader. It’s beautiful how history repeats itself and how the patriot movement utilizes men like President Andrew Jackson and President Donald Trump to fight for everyday people of this great country. President Jackson came into the office of the presidency in 1829 with great force and energy. The people felt they had a leader who stood up for them in charge, and Jackson was responsible for a lot during his two terms. (24) President Jackson made headlines with his signing of the Indian Removal Act in his early days as our leader. This is considered a very controversial action now, but at the time, the people felt threatened and unsafe with the conduct of the Indian tribes. To clarify this, the Native Americans also did much good for our country. Where I am from, the Oneida Indian Nation is a prosperous job-employing franchise that has revitalized our community, and they have a track record of aiding Americans during the Revolutionary War against the British. The history of the relationship between the early Americans and the Native Americans is complicated and has fortunately been resolved over time. President Jackson also utilized tariffs to pursue policies he felt were in the best interest of the country. A prominent example of this was in 1832 when President Jackson signed a crucial tariff policy into existence. Jackson was responsible for increasing the power of the presidency during his tenure. He felt that for the nation’s top executive to correctly do the job, they needed the trust and authority of the people to exercise their power appropriately. The Force Bill gave the President of the United States tremendous authority to govern the states properly in the name of nationalism and Americanism. During Jackson’s tenure in the presidential office, the great state of Texas obtained its freedom from Mexico. This was fought for by hardened Texan patriots who believed in republicanism over authoritarianism. The tyrant Santa Anna was defeated by the patriots of Texas in what was akin to their own Revolutionary War in the region. Texas has been a beacon of hope and freedom ever since. President Jackson was ecstatic about the news regarding Texas, igniting a greater sense of manifest destiny in the country. Jackson did all he could to help the states individually as president, and he kept the tradition of federalism alive and well. He was responsible for signing a Surplus Bill in 1836 that offered federal funds to states that needed them (24). The leadership of President Andrew Jackson changed the direction of the United States. Without him, the patriot movement would have been in a tough spot and may have very well been eliminated in our country. The era of Andrew Jackson, or the Jacksonian era, occupied our body politics for many years, starting around the time of the War of 1812 until probably around the 1850s. He changed the game and taught many people how to fight for their country and how to be courageous in defense of their patriotic values. President Jackson was the man in the arena at the time, and he has inspired countless numbers of patriots since his time on this Earth.
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
