	Italian numbers ("numeri italiani") follow a straightforward and logical pattern similar to other Romance languages. Numbers from 1-10 are foundational: "uno" (1), "due" (2), "tre" (3), "quattro" (4), "cinque" (5), "sei" (6), "sette" (7), "otto" (8), "nove" (9), "dieci" (10). Numbers from 11-16 have unique forms (e.g., "undici" for 11, "dodici" for 12). From 17-19, numbers are formed by combining "dici" with single digits (e.g., "diciassette" for 17). Multiples of ten are unique (e.g., "venti" for 20, "trenta" for 30), and higher numbers follow combinations like "ventuno" (21), "trentadue" (32). Italian numbers reflect gender agreement when used as adjectives, making them flexible and grammatically precise.
