	Kanji in Focus: Let’s face it—kanji can feel like boss-level monsters. But in this section, we tame them one by one. We’ll highlight key kanji from the story, give you the readings, meanings, and an example vocab word so you can slowly build your kanji confidence:

These supernatural beings slip between the cracks of reality and dream, popping up in folklore, old scrolls, and the occasional modern video game. Yokai come in all flavors: monsters, spirits, shapeshifters, haunted umbrellas (yes, really), and even grumpy tea kettles that got tired of being boiled.
Some are funny. Some are freaky. Some are both. (We’re looking at you, long-tongued ceiling lickers.)
One of the most famous yokai is the kappa—a water-dwelling creature with a turtle-ish shell, a beaky face, and a hairdo that doubles as a water bowl. They love cucumbers, live near rivers, and have a bit of a prankster streak. But don’t write them off as just soggy tricksters—kappa are also known to teach valuable knowledge, like medicine, or even help people in need (when they’re not yanking children into rivers, that is).

	と言いえば speaking of ~ [と (quotation marker) + 言いえば (if we say~; if we mention~); used to introduce an example or topic related to the previous word or phrase]

	どんな what kind of [used to ask about the type or nature of something]

	もの thing; object [a general-purpose noun for physical or abstract "things"]

	思おもい浮うかべる to call to mind; to picture [思おもう (to think) + 浮うかべる (to bring to the surface); used for recalling or visualizing something mentally]
