				Seit vielen Jahren mache ich Familienurlaub im Ostseeheilbad Zingst. Auf den ersten Blick hat dieser malerische Ferienort zwischen Ostsee und Boddengewässern nichts, was junge Familien und wohlhabende Rentner beunruhigen könnte. Doch wer länger bleibt, findet hier vom gemütlichen Weinladen mit Ofenheizung bis zum kühlen Tennisplatzbetreiber, der einen gerne mal vom Hof prügelt, jenes Spannungsfeld von warmherziger Gastlichkeit und Action, das im Robinson Club erst künstlich erzeugt werden muss. Wer außer entspanntem Strandurlaub auch Rummel liebt, braucht hier keinen Animateur. Er findet einen Fischbrötchenverkäufer, der den ursprünglich wohl idyllischen Hafen mit Plastikplanen, Werbewirrwarr und unterirdischen Alleinunterhaltern zu einer Geisterbahn des schlechten Geschmacks macht. Selbst liberale Rheinländer wundern sich über so viel Toleranz: »Darf der dat? Dat der dat darf!« Dazu passt ein Ausflugsdampfer, der uns mit gefaketen Schornsteinen, allerlei amerikanischem Tinnef und einem völlig funktionslosen Schaufelrad am Heck weismachen will, Zingst läge am Mississippi. Der Titel, den ich meiner Heimatstadt zudachte, hätte auch hier seine Berechtigung: »Biotop für Bekloppte«. Also genau das Richtige für mich.
Das Wort »Heilbad« hat aber nichts damit zu tun, dass einst Hitler und Mussolini den Ort besuchten. Der östliche Ortsteil war im Dritten Reich eine große Wehrmachtskaserne, später nutzte die NVA die Anlage, heute der ADAC. Im typischen Stil der Nationalsozialisten steht noch heute die Kommandantur der Kaserne. Sie beherbergt heute das Ordnungsamt. Wer mit ihm zu tun hat, spürt weiterhin den scharfen Ton der Truppen. Kein Wunder, hier wurden unbrauchbar gewordene Militaristen eingelagert. Von der Speerspitze des Warschauer Pakts zum Strafzettelchenverteiler in der Parkbucht, diesen herben Bedeutungsverlust scheinen nicht alle ohne Arroganz kompensieren zu können. Die Bewohner titulieren die Hilfssheriffs mit Spitznamen wie »Walross« und »Giftzahn«, und jeder weiß, wer gemeint ist. Meist aber werden Tonfall und Rituale des Militärs nicht vermisst und die Nutzung der Kaserne als Campingplatz begrüßt. Denn Camping ist, wenn man die eigene Verwahrlosung als Erholung empfindet. Und erholen kann man sich in Mecklenburg-Vorpommern. Dort oben habe ich immer das Gefühl, ich bin im Ausland, aber ich kann die Sprache.
Eine über 40 Jahre völlig anders verlaufene Nachkriegsgeschichte macht diesen herrlichen Landstrich auch kulturell und rituell interessant. Statt »Geschlossene Gesellschaft« liest der Gastronomiefreund hier öfters »Geschlossen wegen Jugendweihe«. 80 Prozent der Einwohner sind nicht religiös. Katholiken finden Sie nur in homöopathischen Dosen, meist ehemalige Sudetendeutsche. In der Gemeinde Zingst sind das der Bürgermeister und sein Bruder. Dann gibt es noch eine Handvoll Evangelen, und der Rest glaubt mehr oder weniger an den Seewetterbericht und die Segnungen der Kurtaxe. Dennoch veranstaltet Zingst ein großes Osterfeuer. Bei uns im Rheinland kennt man große Feuer an St. Martin oder in ländlichen Gebieten, wenn jemand mithilfe der Feuerversicherung Haus und Hof heiß saniert. Aber Osterfeuer? Was hat Auferstehung mit Verbrennen zu tun?
Das will ich sehen, karren doch den ganzen Samstag die Zingster ihre Gartenabfälle auf den großen Festplatz. Um 18 Uhr bin ich vor Ort. Der Würstchengrill neben der Bierbude raucht schon, gut 300 Menschen starren bei zwei Grad Celsius erwartungsfroh auf den Scheiterhaufen, aber trotz Einbruchs der Dunkelheit ist der Riesen-Reisigberg noch jungfräulich. Lautsprecher sind aufgebaut, ein Notstromaggregat brummt. Vielleicht sagt der Bürgermeister was, der Gemeindepfarrer oder der nette Kurdirektor, vielleicht sogar die Chefmasseuse vom Kurmittelzentrum und der Brandmeister der Löschgruppe Fischland-Darß-Zingst. Jetzt kommt tatsächlich ein Feuerwehrmann in vollem Ornat. Aber er sagt nichts. Er zündet einfach den Haufen an – fertig. Im Wagen der Kur und Tourismus GmbH sehe ich jedoch jemanden eine CD auspacken. Händel? Bach? Matthäus-Passion? Nein, es ist Cheri Cheri Lady von Modern Talking. Hätte ich auch drauf kommen können, dass Ostern ohne Bohlen kein Ostern ist. Dieter, der alte Häschenfreund. Oder wie Stern-Autor Wolfgang Röhl es sagt: »Der Bonobo unter den Tonsetzern.«
Das Feuer nimmt schnell die Arbeit auf, eine Riesen-Rauchwolke steigt gen Himmel, die Musikauswahl entspricht der eines Autoskooters. Die Kirmes-Hits der 70er, 80er, 90er und das Beste von heute. Aber keine Rede, kein Wellness-Varieté und kein Kulturprogramm. Ein Bier aus dem »Plaste-Becher«, ein Rostbratwürstchen mit Senf aus der Region und Funkenflug.
