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				Als der Jude Heinz Magnus während des Zweiten Weltkrieges vor den Nationalsozialisten von Hamburg nach Argentinien flieht, ahnt er nicht, wer ihm dort begegnen wird: Nazis.

				Nicht nur Juden und Jüdinnen suchen in Argentinien ihr Exil, sondern auch Nationalsozialisten und Nationalsozialistinnen, die dort die Ideologie Hitlers ungebrochen weiter verbreiten und ausleben. Trotz der allgegenwärtigen antisemitischen Haltung entwickelt sich eine faszinierende Gemeinschaft, in denen zwei verfeindete Gruppen aufeinanderprallen und doch friedlich nebeneinander koexistieren – bis heute. Ariel Magnus erzählt nicht nur die Einwanderungsgeschichte deutscher Juden und seiner Familie, sondern beleuchtet unter verschiedenen Aspekten das Zusammenleben von Nazis und Juden im Exil.

				Man muss sich das vorstellen: da flüchtet ein Jude zwölftausend Kilometer von Hamburg nach Buenos Aires und gerät just in ein Haus, in dem Nazis wohnen. Sogar in einem Roman klänge das ein wenig übertrieben, und trotzdem war dies das tragikomische Schicksal meines Großvaters Heinz Magnus.
Das Haus lag in der Monroestraße Nummer 4140 am Rande von Belgrano, dem deutschesten Kiez der argentinischen Hauptstadt. Es hatte vier Wohneinheiten, zwei oben und zwei unten, und einen Garten. In eine der beiden Erdgeschosswohnungen zogen meine Großeltern ein, ohne zu ahnen, welche Nachbarn im oberen Stock wohnten. Sie hießen Winkler, und problematisch war eigentlich nur die Frau.
»Sie sah aus wie Charles Laughton als Quasimodo im ›Glöckner von Notre-Dame‹«, erinnert sich Gaby, die älteste Tochter, Schwester meines Vaters, geboren 1945. »Hitler hat zu wenige von euch getötet«, sagte Frau Winkler, wenn sie einen guten Tag hatte. An allen anderen Tagen kamen nur Schimpftiraden.
Anscheinend hatte die kinderlose Frau Winkler wenig Vergnügen an kleinen Kindern, von denen meine Großmutter Lieselotte Magnus (geborene Jacoby) gleich drei in enger Reihenfolge hatte: Gaby, Ruth und Tommy, mein Vater. Doch der Konflikt musste schon vor dem Kinderlärm ausgebrochen sein. Als der Krieg zu Ende war, brachte Schwager Hans Jacoby einen Plattenspieler mit und spielte ganz laut die »Internationale« auf Deutsch, wie sie anfangs in Argentinien gehört wurde.
»Es ist schon schlimm genug, dass das Vaterland den Krieg verloren hat!«, brüllte Quasimodo von oben herab.
Mit der bloßen Schreierei gab sie sich aber nicht zufrieden und schmiss die Abfälle, die sich unter dem Spülbecken sammelten, von ihrem Balkon auf die Terrasse meiner Großeltern. »Es stank wie in einer Kloake«, erinnert sich mein Vater, geboren 1950, »und sie vergaß nie, ein ›Scheißjuden!‹ oder dergleichen hinzuzufügen.« Einmal riefen sie die Polizei, um der Pöbelei ein Ende zu setzen, und Frau Winkler wurde tatsächlich auf die Polizeiwache abgeführt. Doch nach ein paar Stunden war sie schon wieder zurück, und alles blieb beim Alten.
Am schwersten betroffen war meine Tante Ruth, geboren 1946. Sie liebte es, ihre Dehnübungen in enger Sportkleidung im Garten zu machen, und galt deswegen für Quasimodo als Nutte. Eines Tages hatte die Zwölfjährige genug von den Beleidigungen und forderte Frau Winkler zu einem Duell heraus. Also ganz klassisch: Kommen Sie runter und wir lösen dieses Problem wie richtige Männer. Frau Winkler kam tatsächlich aus ihrer Wohnung: Die sportliche, grazile Jüdin gegen die übergewichtige, böse Nazifrau mitten auf dem Bürgersteig der avenida muss, aus Sicht der vorbeifahrenden Auto-, Bus- und Straßenbahnfahrer, ein lustiges Spektakel gewesen sein. Viel action gab es allerdings nicht. Soweit ich die Szene rekonstruieren konnte, nahm Ruth der Frau ihren Gehstock weg und drohte, ihr damit eine Tracht Prügel zu verpassen, musste aber nicht so weit gehen, denn ohne Halt fiel die runde Masse von selbst auf den Hintern.
Der richtige K.o. kam erst später, als mein Großvater sich die Unverschämtheiten nicht mehr gefallen lassen wollte. Zu jener Zeit, Anfang der Sechzigerjahre, hatte Herr Winkler Selbstmord begangen, und Gabys Freunde und Freundinnen kamen zu ihr, um sich die Verrückte aus dem oberen Stock anzuschauen. Heinz fand die permanente Hetze gar nicht lustig, und es wird sogar vermutet, dass die chronische Herzerkrankung, an der er 1966 mit nur 52 Jahren starb, nicht wenig mit dieser ungesunden Nachbarschaft zu tun hatte. Auf jeden Fall hat es seinem fragilen Zustand nicht geholfen, dass er eines Tages außer sich vor Wut aus der Wohnung stürmte und anfing, alle greifbaren Gegenstände nach oben zu schleudern, und zwar mit erstaunlicher Treffsicherheit. Danach wurde Frau Winkler zwar wesentlich ruhiger, aber der gesundheitliche Schaden bei meinem Opa war schon angerichtet. Mein Großvater hat sie überlebt, aber so, wie er und so viele andere auch das Naziregime überlebt haben: mit sichtbaren und unsichtbaren Verletzungen.
Diese Anekdote, die allein aufgrund der zeitlichen Länge eher eine Episode ist, kursierte in meiner Familie immer mit einer gewissen Leichtigkeit. Und so habe auch ich sie weitererzählt, wann immer sie passte. Erst während einer Lesereise durch Deutschland, als ich vom Publikum gefragt wurde, wie das Zusammenleben der beiden deutschen Migrationstypen in Argentinien aussähe, wurde mir bewusst, dass die Geschehnisse damals in der Monroestraße 4140 alles andere als normal waren. Vielleicht war es eine Verdrängungsstrategie, dass meine Familie und ich das normal fanden – es gab nicht genügend Geld, um einfach wegzuziehen, außerdem wäre es total ungerecht gewesen –, aber normal fanden das auch andere Argentinier, die über dieses seltsame Zusammenleben trotz der scheinbar unverträglichen Unterschiede innerhalb der deutschen Kolonie Bescheid wussten und die Probleme kannten.
Wie kam es eigentlich zu diesem clash, nicht unterschiedlicher, sondern ein und derselben Kultur, so weit weg von ihrem Ursprung? Und wie haben die beiden verfeindeten Seiten dieser Kultur miteinander gelebt? Lauter Fragen, die man sich als Betroffener manchmal zuletzt stellt und deren Beantwortung auch für mich viele Neuigkeiten ans Licht gebracht hat. Als zweite Generation, die in Argentinien geboren ist, fühle ich mich natürlich viel mehr als Argentinier denn als Deutscher. Wie aber verhält es sich mit den Identitäten Deutscher und Jude? Ich würde da sehr gerne keinen Unterschied machen, aber den gibt es nun mal, auch wenn ich ihn nicht will, und es gab ihn noch viel stärker damals, als meine Familie nach Argentinien fliehen musste.
Ich wurde sowohl jüdisch als auch deutsch erzogen, das zweite Element wiegt am Ende schwerer, auch weil ich wieder in Deutschland lebe – genau wie zwei meiner drei Geschwister. Doch mein Deutschsein verliert sich bisweilen rasch, wenn ich unter Deutsche oder Nichtdeutsche mit dubiosen Ansichten gerate. Mit Empörung reagiere ich auf krude Anfeindungen aber so gut wie nie. Ich finde Empörung unelegant und sogar verschwendet, tendiere lieber zur Ironie.
Es gilt hier auch, meine vermeintliche Distanziertheit zu untersuchen, so schwer mir das fällt. Auch wenn ich es lieber vermeiden würde, werde ich, indem ich mich an die Geschichte der Deutschen in Argentinien mache, selbst zum Objekt dieser Studie. Schon in meiner Art, die Quellen zu lesen, werden sich alle subjektiven Züge zeigen, derer ich mir manchmal selbst nicht bewusst bin. Anders gesagt: Ich werde in den Büchern wahrscheinlich mehr Hakenkreuze entdecken als andere Leser, sogar dann, wenn vielleicht gar keine da sind. An dieser Art von Besessenheit kann man schon viel erkennen über das, was im Gehirn der dritten Generation deutschjüdischer Auswanderer, die wieder eingewandert sind, vor sich geht.
