France operates as a unitary semi-presidential republic, with its capital in Paris, which is also the largest city and a major cultural, commercial, and political hub. Other significant cities include Lyon, Grenoble, Dijon, Perpignan, Orléans, Cognac, Nîmes, Châteauroux, and Aix-en-Provence. Interestingly, there are more women than men in France, and the country consistently ranks high in the Human Development Index, holding the second position for many years.

	Culture and Lifestyle

	France boasts a rich cultural heritage and is renowned for its culinary diversity, particularly its cheese, with over 350 varieties. Interestingly, the French language uses two different terms for rivers: “fleuve”, for rivers that flow into the sea or ocean, and “rivière”, for those that flow into other rivers.

	The major rivers of France include:

	The Loire: At 1,010 kilometers, it is the longest river in France, known for the stunning châteaux (castles) built along its banks.

	The Seine: Flowing through Paris, it spans 770 kilometers and is one of the most iconic rivers in the country.

	The Garonne: Stretching 650 kilometers, it flows through the southwest of France.

	The Rhône: At 522 kilometers, it is famous for its role in trade and transport, as well as its contribution to the wine regions it passes through.

	The Rhine: Serving as a natural border with Germany, the Rhine plays a significant role in European commerce.

	The Dordogne: Another notable river, adding to the rich network of waterways across the country.

	France’s unique combination of rich history, cultural vibrancy, geographical diversity, and intellectual legacy has made it one of the most influential nations in the world. 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	The Eiffel Tower is an iron lattice tower located on the Champ de Mars in Paris. It was named after the engineer Gustave Eiffel, whose company designed and built the tower. The tower was built in 1889 for the “Exposition Universelle” – the Universal Exhibition – to celebrate the 100th anniversary of the French Revolution. 

	 

	The construction of the tower began on 28th January 1887. The tower was completed in 2 years, 2 months, and 5 days which was truly a techinical and architectural achievement. The height of the tower is 324 meter. Today, the Eiffel tower welcomes around 7 million visitors a year making it the most visited monument in the world with a paid entry. 

	 

	The Avenue des Champs-Élysées is a street in Paris. It has been called one of ‘the most beautiful avenue in the world’. With its cinemas, cafés, special shops and horse-chestnut trees. The Champs-Élysées is arguably one of the world’s most famous street, and is one of the most expensive strip of real estate in the world. 

	 

	Several French monuments are also on the street, including the Arc de Triomphe. The avenue runs for 1.91 km through the 8th arrondissement in northwestern Paris, from the place de la Concorde in the east, with the Obelisk of Luxor to the place Charles de Gaulle (formerly the place de l’Étoile) in the west location of the Arc de Triomphe. The Champs-Élysées ends at the Arc de Triomphe, built to honour the victories of Napoleon Bonaparte.

	 

	The French National Day is celebrated on 14th July each year. In France, it is formally called La Fête Nationale and commonly ‘Le quatorze juillet’ (the fourteenth of July). In some countries it is referred to as ‘Bastille Day’ as the French National Day commemorates the beginning of the French Revolution with the Storming of the Bastille on the 14th July 1789, as well as the Fête de la Féderation which celebrated the unity of the French people on the 14th July 1790. 
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
