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	Author’s Note 

	 

	If you’ve read the previous Bubba and Squirt Adventures, Big Dig to China and Mayan Adventure, you may recall that they were written in the past tense. City of Bones and the two that follow are in the present tense. Why? Let me explain. 

	The first two books are prequels, or setups for a trilogy which begins with City of Bones. Past tense implies that the protagonist or main character has lived to tell the story. While it’s interesting to know what happened, there isn’t as much urgency. Putting the story in present tense allows you, the reader, to experience the events when the characters do, not knowing if everything is going to be okay. I think it works well for a trilogy and adds to the suspense.
