Chapter-3 Numbers

	Finnish numbers are relatively straightforward and follow a logical pattern. The numbers from one to ten are the foundation, with unique words such as yksi (1), kaksi (2), kolme (3), neljä (4), and viisi (5). From eleven onwards, the numbers are often formed by combining the basic numbers with suffixes, such as yksitoista (11) meaning "one-ten," and kaksikymmentä (20) meaning "two tens" for twenty. Finnish numbers are used in daily life for counting, telling time, and in addresses. Learning these numbers helps with practical communication, especially when shopping, traveling, or discussing dates.
