Chapter-3 Numbers

	 

	Numbers in Bulgarian are based on the Cyrillic script and follow a relatively simple structure. Like other Slavic languages, Bulgarian has distinct words for numbers 1-10, and then combines these for higher numbers. For example, едно (one), два (two), три (three), and so on. The numbers from 11 to 19 are formed by combining the word for десять (ten) with the corresponding number (e.g., единадесет - eleven). The structure for tens, hundreds, and thousands is also fairly consistent.
