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	Summary: 

	This book of poetry is composed of a blast of nuanced visions and apparitions in keeping with the archetypal motif of the Night Sea Journey. In this regressive course towards immersion into the unconscious, a woman’s body is the vessel, the cellar, and the cradle that both devours and nurtures before progressing towards regeneration of herself and those around her. The poems slip out of the mantle of linguistic clarity and revel in porous imagery, employing mythopoetic language to refashion the holy in primal symbols. Inasmuch as they refashion the holy, they also perform a restorative gesture that anticipates replenishment in transformation rather than dwell on loss.
