			Über dieses Buch

		
		
				In den neun Erzählungen, die Vladimir Sorokin für diesen Band zusammengestellt hat, geht es immer um eine durch den Verfall der Sowjetunion deformierte Gesellschaft. Das zeigt sich beim Einzelnen, wie in der Titelgeschichte, in der der junge Jura eine Vision erfährt, die ihn bis zum Ende seines Lebens nicht mehr loslässt. Es zeigt sich aber auch im Politischen, wie in der Geschichte »Lila Schwäne«, in der die russischen Atomsprengköpfe plötzlich in Zuckerhüte verwandelt wurden und man sich nicht anders zu helfen weiß, als einen wundertätigen Religionsgelehrten um Hilfe zu bitten. Und es zeigt sich im Zusammenspiel der Menschen, ihrer gesellschaftlichen Interaktion, wie in der Geschichte »Der Fingernagel«, in der vier befreundete Ehepaare zu einem Abendessen zusammenkommen, das aufgrund eines Toilettenpapiermangels vollkommen außer Kontrolle gerät. Vladimir Sorokin gelingt in diesem Erzählungsband das Kunststück, aus scheinbar unabhängigen Einzelgeschichten ein Ganzes zu schaffen. Dabei eröffnet er einen Blick auf Russlands Gegenwart und auf eine Vergangenheit, die so vergangen eben doch nicht ist, sondern sich hartnäckig in der Gegenwart festsetzt.
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Also, Jura hat Frjasewo mit Frjasino verwechselt und ist in die falsche Bahn gestiegen.
Natascha hatte es ihm genau erklärt: vom Jaroslawler Bahnhof Richtung Frjasewo oder Schtscholkowo. Sie wohnte in Sagorjanka, wo nicht alle Bahnen hielten. Die nach Frjasewo hielt, die nach Frjasino nicht. Jura war so blöd, sich in die nach Frjasino zu setzen.
»Eine fährt wochentags um Viertel nach sechs«, hatte Natascha ihm gesagt, während sie in der Metrostation Dynamo standen und Eis schleckten, es klemmte zwischen zwei runden Waffeln, Jura hatte es spendiert. »Die hält bei uns garantiert.«
»Und wie viele Stunden … schlurp … fahre ich da?«, fragte Jura, während er ein großes Stück Eis mitsamt Waffel abbiss, dass es krachte.
»Fünfundvierzig Minuten«, sagte Natascha und lächelte. »Um sieben sind Sie da.«
Sie trafen sich schon das dritte Mal und siezten sich immer noch.
»Kommen da viele Leute?«
»Was dachten denn Sie!«, lachte Natascha und wackelte mit dem Kopf.
Das tat sie jedes Mal, wenn sie etwas Witziges sagte. Es wirkte echt – etwas zu echt, an der Grenze zur Naivität oder Dämlichkeit, aber dämlich war sie nicht, das hatte Jura schnell heraus. Überhaupt gefiel sie ihm immer besser: Sie war nicht sehr groß, schlank und gelenkig, braun gebrannt, und sie lachte beinahe immerzu. Ein südlicher Einschlag war nicht zu verkennen, etwas Armenisches oder Moldawisches, vielleicht auch Jüdisches. Jura mochte noch nicht danach fragen. Geballte Lebensfreude ging von ihr aus. Haare schwarz, zu zwei straffen Zöpfen geflochten, die ihren Kopf umrankten.
»Eine Kohorte Verehrer, darf man annehmen?« Das Eis zerfloss ihm, er musste sich sputen.
»Unbedingt!« Natascha wackelte mit dem Kopf.
»Sind Duellpistolen vorrätig?«
»Papa hat eine Doppelflinte!«
»Dann bring ich die Patronen mit.«
»Abgemacht!«
Auf ihren eisfeuchten Lachmund starrend, stellte Jura sich den ersten Kuss vor. Unter blühendem Flieder, beispielsweise.
»Haben Sie Flieder im Garten?«, erkundigte er sich.
»Wir hatten mal welchen. Eine Pracht! Aber der Busch ist verkümmert, Papa hat ihn abgehauen. Nur ein ganz kleines Fliederchen ist übrig.«
Natascha schob den Rest der Waffel in ihren Mund, zog ein Taschentuch aus der Jackentasche und wischte sich die Lippen. Sodann ergriff sie ihre Schultasche, die die ganze Zeit zwischen den schlanken, braun gebrannten Beinen gestanden hatte, nahm sie in beide Hände und drückte sie sich vor den Bauch.
»Dann geh ich mal los.«
Und den Kopf geneigt, mit einem Blick von unten herauf, fügte sie an: »Bis Samstag, Jura.«
»Bis Samstag, Natascha«, erwiderte Jura mit erhobener Faust.
Sie drehte sich um und sprang in die Metro – so schnell, wie sie damals in der Turnhalle auf dem Schwebebalken herumgewirbelt war, als Jura sie zum ersten Mal sah: ein leichtfüßiges Rad schlagend, mit beherztem Sprung abgehend und zum Stehen kommend, Arme breit, Kopf in den Nacken, mit strahlendem Gesicht.
Sie war ein Turn-Ass, studierte am Pädagogischen Institut und nahm an der Studentenspartakiade teil, über die Jura, Student im zweiten Jahr an der Fakultät Journalistik der MGU, eine Reportage fürs Universitätsblättchen machte. So lernten sie sich kennen. Als Nächstes gingen sie zusammen ins Kino: Unter den Dächern von Paris, Jura hatte den Film schon gesehen, Natascha auch, sogar drei Mal.
Danach waren sie im Gorki-Park spazieren gegangen. Natascha hatte ihn zum Geburtstag eingeladen.
Und nun war Jura in die Irre gefahren.
Als Geschenk hatte er eine Flasche Sekt und ein Bändchen Walt Whitman in der Übersetzung von Kornej Tschukowski dabei. Das Buch in schöner Aufmachung aus dem Akademia-Verlag hatte bei ihnen zu Hause im Regal gestanden, es entstammte der Büchersammlung des Großvaters. Jura hatte nur einmal kurz hineingesehen, ein bisschen geblättert und es zurück ins Regal gestellt. Erst als er über ein Geschenk für Natascha nachdachte, fiel es ihm wieder ein. Sein Stipendium hatte er schon für drei amerikanische Jazzplatten beim Schwarzhändler auf dem Kusnezki ausgegeben, das verbliebene Geld reichte gerade noch für den Sekt. Von den Eltern erbat Jura seit zwei Monaten kein Geld mehr, aus Prinzip nicht.
Hübsches Buch, guter Dichter, hatte er gedacht und das Buch mit dem Sekt in seine gelblederne Schultertasche geschoben.
In der Bahn hatte er sich im Whitman festgelesen und merkte zu spät, dass er verkehrt fuhr.
»Sagen Sie bitte, wann kommt Sagorjanka?«, fragte er einen dürren, mürrisch dreinblickenden Alten mit Krückstock und einem Laib Brot im Netz.
»Da kannst du lange warten«, versetzte der lakonisch. »Du bist im falschen Zug.«
»Wieso?«
»Wieso, wieso. Weil der nach Frjasino nicht in Sagorjanka hält.«
Jura sprang auf, sah aus dem Fenster. Gebüsch und Telegrafenmasten zogen gemächlich vorbei.
»Und was jetzt?«
»Die nächste ist Seljony Bor. Da steigst du aus und fährst zurück bis Mytischtschi. Von dort nimmst du den Zug nach Frjasewo.«
»Gott, nein!« Deprimiert schlug sich Jura die Faust in die Hand.
»Der hat damit nichts zu tun«, brummte der Alte und starrte finster nach draußen.
Jura schalt sich einen Kretin, nahm seine Tasche und verließ das Abteil. Im Zwischenraum fehlte eine Außentür, die warme Juniluft pfiff herein.
»Gib ’ne Kippe ab, Alter!«, hörte er jemanden hinter sich sagen.
Er wandte sich um. Ein ramponiert wirkender junger Mann lehnte in der Ecke. Jura hatte ihn beim Herauskommen nicht bemerkt. Er warf ihm einen missmutigen Blick zu, holte eine halb leere Packung Astra aus der Hosentasche, Streichhölzer. Zog sich eine Zigarette heraus, reichte die Packung dem Jungen. Der stieß sich von der Wand ab, tat einen Schritt in weiten schwarzen Hosen auf ihn zu, entnahm wortlos eine Zigarette, steckte sie sich zwischen die prallen Lippen. Jura zündete seine an, schmiss das Holz über seine Schulter.
»Gib Feuer an die Lunte«, bat der Junge.
Jura zögerte, wollte etwas sagen wie: Kauf dir welches, riss dann doch ein Hölzchen an, hielt es ihm hin. Der Junge rauchte an. Er hatte ein hageres, blasses Gesicht mit vorspringenden Jochbeinen und fliehendem Kinn.
»Dauert’s noch lange bis Seljony Bor?«, fragte Jura immer noch missmutig.
»Keinen Schimmer. Ich fahr zu Kumpels nach Iwantejewka. Bin nicht von hier. Du auch nicht?«
Jura nickte andeutungsweise.
Der Junge sah Jura aus trüben Augen an, ließ sich wieder gegen die Wand fallen und schloss, die Zigarette zwischen den feuchten Lippen, die Augen bis auf einen Spalt. Jura wandte sich ab, blies den Rauch durch den offenen Türrahmen.
Der Zug hatte es nicht eilig.
Kriecht dahin wie eine Schildkröte, das Scheißding, dachte Jura wütend. Plesiosaurus spasticus. Idiotenschaukel.
Er rauchte die Zigarette zügig zu Ende, schmiss die Kippe hinaus ins vorbeischleichende Staubgrün, kehrte zurück in den Waggon. Dieselben Leute wie zuvor auf denselben Plätzen. Manche, so schien es, beäugten ihn mit spöttischen Blicken.
Recht so, dachte er. Ich bin eine Lachnummer.
Jura klappte den Whitman auf und las. Acht Seiten später eine krächzende Lautsprecherdurchsage: »Seljony Bor.« Jura schnappte seine Tasche und ging in den Vorraum. Der Junge mit den prallen Lippen war nicht mehr da, dafür drei Frauen verschiedenen Alters: eine alte, eine dicke und eine junge.
Der Zug bremste mit widerwärtigem Kreischen. Jura stieg hinter den Frauen aus, sah sich um. Nur wenige waren ausgestiegen, liefen die hölzerne Plattform entlang auf das Dorf zu, dessen Häuser sich klein am Horizont hinter dem Grün abzeichneten. Der Zug kroch davon. Jura fiel ein, dass er auf den gegenüberliegenden Bahnsteig musste, er sprang hinab auf die Schwellen, überquerte die von der Sonne erhitzten Gleise, entdeckte ein paar Holzstufen, stieg hinauf. Auf dem Bahnsteig war niemand. Hier und da eine platt getretene Kippe. Am Stationsschild, einem langen Lattenspalier, hingen nur noch drei Buchstaben: BOR, die übrigen waren als Schatten lesbar. Seljony hat sich verpisst, dachte Jura einen müden Witz, ging zur Bank, deren weißer Anstrich blätterte, setzte sich.
Er schaute auf seine Armbanduhr der Marke Lutsch, ein Geschenk seines Vaters zur Immatrikulation: 18:42.
Die fangen ohne mich an, dachte er.
Er holte die Zigaretten hervor, überlegte kurz und steckte sie wieder weg.
»Ich Idiot!«, stieß er hervor, blinzelte gegen die in den Kiefern hängende Sonne, rotzte vor sich auf die staubigen, abgewetzten Planken.
Es vergingen zwölf Minuten.
Dann noch mal dreizehn.
Dann noch mal zwanzig.
Es kam keine Bahn.
»Das ist der Anschiss. Happy birthday, Natascha!«
Jura erhob sich, lief auf dem Bahnsteig auf und ab. Er war immer noch der Einzige, der hier wartete. Die Sonne stand merklich tiefer nun, zwischen den Stämmen. Mit um die Hüfte baumelnder Tasche trabte Jura über die staubigen Planken, ließ die Sandalen wütend knallen bei jedem Schritt:
»Arschkarte!«
»Scheißladen!«
»Saustall!«
Die Planken dröhnten dumpf unter Juras Sohlen. Das brachte ihn noch mehr in Fahrt. Als er den Bahnsteig in ganzer Länge entlangmarschiert war, machte er kehrt, nahm Anlauf und machte Riesensätze, so wie die Leichtathleten beim Dreisprung, hämmerte seine ganze helle Wut auf sich in das abgenutzte Holz:
»Traumtänzer!«
»Saftsack!«
»Hurensohn!«
Die Planken donnerten gewaltig.
Jura war auf Höhe des Stationsschildes angelangt. … BOR.
»Nasenbohrer!!«
»Laborratte!!«
»Boroul! Wann! Kommt! Die! Scheiß! Bahn!«
»In acht Minuten«, hörte er jemanden sagen.
Jura fuhr herum. Auf der Bank, an der er eben vorbeigejumpt war, saß ein Mann. Das kam so überraschend, dass Jura in seinen Bewegungen erstarb, er stand wie angenagelt. Da saß ein dicker, leicht aufgedunsen wirkender Mann in hellen Sommerklamotten und blickte ihn an.
»Hä? Wie …«, knurrte es aus Jura, der seinen Augen nicht traute.
»In acht Minuten kommt die Bahn«, sprach der Mann.
Sein großes mehlweißes, birnenförmiges Gesicht war ausdruckslos. Nichts, absolut nichts war ihm zu entnehmen. Ein solches Gesicht hatte Jura noch nie im Leben gesehen.
»Die Bahn?«, fragte er zurück und konnte die Augen nicht losreißen.
»Die S-Bahn.«
