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Introduction
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	There are many questions you could ask as a new camper. Below is an actual list of frequently asked questions that every camp beginner will ask. I recommend not going camping until you have answered all of your questions and understand the requirements that are expected of you. 

	Camping descriptions: 

	Camping in an RV (or camping with a recreational vehicle) is like living at home because you bring a furnished vehicle in which you live. 

	Where to camp? 

	They all offer more or less the same facilities, such as bathrooms, hot water for showers and commercial areas; They are handy for beginners. Camping in such places is not very expensive. They can charge between $ 10 and $25 per night. Private camps may or may not offer the amenities, and may cost more. Also, they are only allowed to allow a certain number of campers on their site. 

	However, you need to make sure you know if this is allowed in the area you selected. In that case, remember that there are no services like a laundromat, restrooms, or a camp store nearby. 

	What camping gear should I wear? 

	The answer to this specific question depends on where you are camping. You can buy all the camping gear at the sports store or Walmart. Don't buy expensive equipment because you have no experience caring for it. 

	If you are camping in free camps, you will likely get a grill or barbecue and all the cooking ingredients from the actual camp store. Apart from that, you must bring the other essential items such as clothes, tents, bags and pads, kitchen supplies like charcoal and spatula, kettle, cups, plates, spoons, and a pot or two. You can actually buy all the camping gear at the sports store or Walmart. Don't buy expensive equipment because you have no experience caring for it. 

	If you are camping in free camps, you will likely get a grill or barbecue and all the actual cooking ingredients from the camp store. Apart from that, you should bring other essentials such as clothes, tents, sleeping bags, from home. 

	What clothes should I wear when camping? 

	Be sure to wear full sleeves when camping. 

	There are many things to actually consider when setting up your camp. Launching tents in a high place is essential, but be sure not to choose a field on a slope. It is better to select a location near a water source, such as a fountain, to avoid wasting time getting water. Beginner or not, you should have the following items with you on a camping trip. Make sure your camping trip checklist includes all of the following. 

	
	● The flashlight is a must. Always use it. 

	● Matchbox to light the stove and for the campfire. 

	● Water should be abundant, so you don't run out of the water while camping. 

	● Sweater and some waterproof clothing for added protection. 

	● Machete to help you cut the bushes while you go to your camp or go for a walk. 

	● The Swiss knife is always useful. 



	Good walking shoes should never be forgotten, and you walk on uneven terrain with lots of greenery and small animals around you. 

	Biodegradable soap is preferable to other solvents because it is more environmentally friendly. 

	Use cheaper but good quality until you learn how to use a tent. 

	When lighting the fire, be careful not to burn it too close to the tent, as the flap of the canvas can catch fire in strong winds. 

	While throwing garbage, be sure to throw it in the bins and not around the camp. 

	Use biodegradable soap while washing utensils or yourself, as it is eco-friendly. 

	Plan meals before going for a walk. You may be late and hungry. Also, bring enough to last until the end of your trip. 

	Get used to the camping gear when you first buy it. It is ideal for overnight camping in your backyard for a cramping feeling. 

	Camp close to home for your first camping trip so you can get home faster if you don't like the experience. 

	There are several benefits of camping, such as being closer, not having a television to enter family time, and a walk-in nature. 

	

	 


What is an RV?
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	One of the actual most important things to actually know about RV living is that the term “RV” is a specific type of vehicle. If you are considering RV living, you have to understand what an RV is and your different options. In short, an RV is a recreational vehicle. Motorhomes, trailers, and truck campers count as RVs because they have living quarters, accommodations, and vehicle mechanisms for driving. 	All of these different vehicle types function as part vehicle and part home. Some of these vehicles, such as motorhomes, are self-propelled RVs that offer mobile living situations. In comparison, caravans, also called travel trailers or camper trailers, need to be attached to another vehicle and are pulled with a tow. Which RV is right for you ultimately depends on your ideal living situation, how long you will be on the road and your budget. 

	The RV types listed above have further classifications. Motorhomes, for instance, are separated into Class A, B, and C. The motorhome size determines the class. Once again, you will want to consider your unique situation when determining which class of motorhome is best for you.  

	In Chapter 3, I will go into more detail about your different RV options. For the purposes of this chapter, you just have to understand that an RV is a vehicle that contains both living and vehicle accommodations and that there are many types of RVs. Later in this book, I will help you determine which RV type is best for your needs.

	What Does RV Camping Entail?

	Now that you actually know what an RV is, what exactly is RV camping? RV camping allows you to enjoy the benefits of camping while enjoying the benefits of a home. On the one hand, you will still get to sleep in a bed and have access to amenities like air conditioning. On the other hand, you will get to enjoy camping locations in nature and possibly go off the grid.  

	How it works is that you prep your RV with the amenities of a home. Most RVs are equipped with beds, small kitchen units, tables, air conditioning, and heat. Some will even offer a small bathroom, TV, and more luxury amenities. Prep your RV just like you would your home. Make sure to pack bedding, pillows, towels, cleaning supplies, cookware, space heaters, and laundry bags.
