					Weihnachten – ein Spiel mit dem Feuer

				Alle Geschichten in diesem Buch sind wahr. Alle beruhen sie auf Meldungen und Berichten, die in seriösen Medien zu lesen waren. Alle handeln sie von Dingen, die schiefgegangen sind. Und alle haben sie sich in der Weihnachtszeit zugetragen.
Es gibt sehr vieles, was an Weihnachten – und nur an Weihnachten – schiefgehen kann. Weihnachtsbräuche bergen Gefahren, die anders sind als andere. Ärzte, Psychologen, Juristen, Polizisten, Versicherungsexperten und Feuerwehrleute sprechen Jahr für Jahr aufs neue Warnungen aus, aber das nötige Gehör finden sie nicht.
Die Liste der Bescherungsunfälle, mit denen es die Ärzte in den Notaufnahmen jedes Jahr zu tun haben, ist lang. Selbst einen einfachen Pullover mit Reißverschluß kann man sich falsch über den Kopf streifen – und, wie aus England berichtet wird, im Reißverschluß dann das Augenlid einklemmen. Ungeahnte Gefahren gehen, wie wir ebenfalls aus England hören, zum Beispiel von einfachen Fotokopiergeräten aus. Die Glasscheibe eines Kopierers, so warnt der britische Gewerkschaftsbund TUC, halte nicht jedem Körpergewicht stand. Wer, wie es bei britischen Betriebsweihnachtsfeiern offenbar nicht unüblich ist, eine Fotokopie seines nackten Hinterteils machen wolle, könne das Glas zum Brechen bringen und sich Schnittverletzungen zuziehen.
Was schiefgehen kann, das geht auch schief. Weihnachtsfeiern arten aus, Weihnachtsbäume stürzen in Weihnachtsmärkte, Weihnachtsmänner fallen aus der Rolle, Weihnachtsgeschenke entzweien Familien, Weihnachtsmusik treibt Menschen in den Wahnsinn. Weihnachtszeit ist Krisenzeit. Die Krisenspezialisten warnen, aber nicht einmal sie selbst bleiben verschont. Das vielleicht warnendste Beispiel von allen hat vor Jahren die Feuerwehr von Grand Blanc gegeben, einer Gemeinde im US-Bundesstaat Michigan.
Die Feuerwehr wollte vorführen, wie gefährlich Weihnachtsbaumbrände sind. Sie wollte es für die Kameraleute zweier lokaler Fernsehsender vorführen. Die Vorführung fand in einem leerstehenden alten Haus statt. Die Feuerwehrleute stellten in einem Raum im ersten Stock einen Weihnachtsbaum auf, setzten ihn in Brand und ließen die Kameraleute filmen. Der Brand freilich entwickelte sich heftiger als geplant. Er geriet außer Kontrolle, die Feuerwehrleute forderten die Kameraleute auf, das Haus sofort zu verlassen, doch die Kameraleute filmten weiter. Sie wandten sich erst zur Flucht, als sie vor lauter Rauch schon nichts mehr sehen konnten. Sie stolperten über ihre eigenen Kabel und stürzten die Treppe hinunter. Innerhalb einer Minute stand das gesamte Haus in Flammen. Für die Feuerwehr endete die Vorführung mit einem Großeinsatz, für die beiden Kameraleute, den Chef der Feuerwehr und einen seiner Männer im Krankenhaus.
Alle Geschichten in diesem Buch sind wahr. Alle sind sie für diejenigen, die in ihnen vorkommen, eher peinlich. Alle bieten sie gleichwohl zumindest den einen kleinen Trost: Es hat in ihnen zwar viele Verletzte gegeben, aber nicht einen einzigen Toten.

					Es begann mit ein paar Weihnachtsplätzchen und wuchs sich zum wohl spektakulärsten Kriminalfall des Jahres aus. Vertrauliche Daten von 130000 deutschen Kreditkartenbesitzern gerieten in falsche Hände. Die Landesbank Berlin bildete einen Krisenstab, die Landeskriminalämter von Berlin und Hessen bildeten Sonderkommissionen, und der Unterausschuß Datenschutz des Berliner Abgeordnetenhauses trat zu einer Sondersitzung zusammen. Es war, wie ein Mitglied des Ausschusses es formulieren sollte, ein »Super-GAU«. Bei einer Frankfurter Tageszeitung war eine Paketsendung mit 130000 Kreditkartenabrechnungen auf Mikrofilm eingegangen, und eine Woche lang konnte niemand sich erklären, warum.

					Den beiliegenden Dokumenten zufolge stammten die Mikrofilme von einer Datenverarbeitungsfirma in Frankfurt und waren für die Landesbank in Berlin bestimmt. Dem Adressaufkleber zufolge kamen sie von einem Unternehmen in Stuttgart und sollten an den Chefredakteur der Zeitung in Frankfurt gehen. Das Stuttgarter Unternehmen hatte weder mit der Datenverarbeitungsfirma noch mit der Landesbank etwas zu tun und konnte glaubhaft darlegen, dem Chefredakteur zwar in der Tat ein Paket geschickt zu haben, aber lediglich eines, das etwas Weihnachtsgebäck und Schokolade enthielt. Die Polizei stand vor einem Rätsel. Wie waren die Mikrofilme aus Frankfurt in ein Paket aus Stuttgart gelangt?

					
					Die Polizei vernahm Mitarbeiter der Datenverarbeitungsfirma und der Bank sowie des Kurierdienstes, der das Paket mit den Mikrofilmen zugestellt hatte. Der Bundesdatenschutzbeauftragte kam zu der Einschätzung, daß auf dem Gebiet des Datendiebstahls eine »neue kriminelle Dimension« erreicht sei. Es war zwar eine Einschätzung, die nur eine Woche Bestand haben sollte, aber in dieser einen Woche teilte sie so gut wie jeder. Der stellvertretende Berliner Datenschutzbeauftragte verlangte eine Verschärfung des Datenschutzgesetzes, die Bundesjustizministerin forderte eine personelle Aufstockung der Datenschutzbehörden, der innenpolitische Sprecher der SPD-Bundestagsfraktion forderte gar die Einrichtung einer eigenen Datenschutzpolizei. Und alle waren sie entrüstet über den Leichtsinn der Datenverarbeitungsfirma: Die Mikrofilme für die Landesbank waren in einem ganz normalen Paket und auf dem ganz normalen Versandweg verschickt worden. In Zukunft, forderte der Berliner Beauftragte, müßten für einen Transport von sensiblen Kundendaten dieselben Sicherheitsvorkehrungen getroffen werden wie etwa für einen Geldtransport.
