Chapter 1:
Beekeeping and its Importance

	What is Beekeeping

	Beekeeping refers to maintaining the colonies of bees in artificial beehives. The scientific name for rearing honeybees is apiculture. You breed and raise queen bees and other worker bees and ensure that their colonies are healthy. 

	The Apis genus of honeybees is the most commonly bred artificially. Apis mellifera, known as the Western honey bee, is especially highly valued for its honey production and pollination efficiency. Another species in this genus, Apis Cerana, or the Asian honey bee, is commonly kept in various parts of Asia due to its adaptability to local conditions. 

	Besides these, stingless bees of the Melipona genus, such as Melipona Beecheii, are also maintained for their high-quality honey. Additionally, Apis Dorsata, the Giant honeybee, is kept for its significant honey yield in South and Southeast Asia. 

	The Bombus genus, particularly bumblebees like Bombus Terrestris, are bred primarily for their pollination abilities in greenhouse environments. Each of these species brings unique benefits to beekeeping and agriculture. 

	Commercially, we breed bees in apiaries, which are large areas with many beehives. These are usually set in locations with sufficient bee pastures that provide bees with a lot of flowers as their food. Beekeeping is a popular hobby. It's widely practiced in large cities, villages, farms, and rangelands. From the Arctic to the Equator, people create bee colonies, breed honey bees, and get fresh honey from them. 

	Besides being a popular hobby, it’s gratifying, too. For one reason, the obvious one is that you get natural and fresh honey straight out of your beehive. You can consume it yourself or sell it for money. Besides honey, you also get other valuable products like beeswax and royal jelly.

	Beeswax can be used to create candle wax. It’s also a commonly used product in the cosmetics industry. On the other hand, the royal jelly of your bee colony can be used as a dietary supplement. So honey is not the only benefit you’ll get from this hobby. 

	But wait a minute. Beekeeping is not all roses. It’s the job of a responsible person. You cannot start beekeeping with a lot of zeal and zest to give up a few months down the line, forgetting about your bee colony dying in your backyard. It requires discipline and commitment. Only then will you be able to reap the benefits.

	The structure of a bee colony is something like this: There are around 10,000 to 60,000 bees in a colony, and they have a strict division of labor among them. The job of the queen bee is to lay thousands of eggs. The male bees are called drones, and they fertilize these eggs.

	When these eggs hatch, larvae emerge. These larvae are fed royal jelly until they mature into a female bee, who lays eggs, or a male one, who fertilizes the eggs. All the female bees that are not queen bees are called worker bees; their job is to collect nectar from the flowers. 

	Importance of Bees in Our Ecosystem

	Bees do a pretty important job in our environment. Some aspects we just discussed are producing honey, beeswax, and royal jelly. Honey has a very high nutritional value and contains other antioxidants and antibacterial ingredients. Consuming honey helps improve blood sugar levels, improve heart health, heal wounds, and suppress cough, among many other benefits. Making and harvesting honey is also advantageous to beekeepers, as is homebrewing or farming.

	Other products we get from beekeeping include propolis and Bee pollen. Propolis, a substance collected by bees from plant sources, has been reported to have several health benefits, such as enhancing immune response and skin repair. Beekeepers can use the propolis bees collected for consumption or sale.

	Bee pollen is a superfood harvested from hives that is packed with nutrients. It has over 250 bioactive compounds. Bee pollen is normally marketed as an antioxidant, anti-inflammatory, or dietary supplement that has positive impacts on consumer health.

	Another significant advantage these bees grant our ecosystem is that they are primary pollinators. This is how it works. Many plants depend on bees for their pollination. For these plants to produce their next generation, they require their pollen grains (which include their sperms) to transfer from their male flower plants to female flower parts, where they fertilize the egg cells and produce seeds.

	This transfer of pollen grains is called pollination. Some plants have pollen grains that are easily dispersed by wind, while a lot of other nuts, fruits, vegetables, and berries plants need these bees to transfer their pollen grains when they suck nectar from flowers. Otherwise, they won’t be able to reproduce. 

	In fact, according to the Food and Drug Administration, about one-third of American crops are pollinated by honey bees. Imagine a world without almonds, cashews, sunflowers, sesame, apples, apricots, blueberries, and broccoli. Without bees pollinating these plants, we wouldn’t be enjoying their fruits. Due to these very reasons, bees contribute enormously to a country’s economy. In the United States alone, honeybees were worth $321 million in 2021 1

	Beekeeping is also a very aesthetic experience. It’s an absolute delight to see how bees work. Keeping bees adds to the beauty of nature. Other than the benefits of food and money, it has been found that the venom of honeybees contains toxins that are effective against human immunodeficiency virus (HIV).2 So, these little creatures might be helping us fight AIDS in the future.

	Beekeeping has many advantages, such as honey production, the preservation of the environment, economic benefits, health supplements, and pleasure. It is a fun and fulfilling activity that has the potential to alleviate stress, foster friendships, and promote the consumption of locally-grown produce.

	How to Use This Guide
