Die Zukunft der Energieversorgung ist ungewiss. Die Zukunft der Spritpreise ist ungewiss.
Die Zukunft der deutschen Autoindustrie ist ungewiss. Die Zukunft der deutschen Kaufhäuser ist ungewiss. Die Zukunft der deutschen Innenstädte ist ungewiss. Die Zukunft der deutschen Luftfahrt ist ungewiss.
Liebe Leserinnen und Leser, das ist alles Quatsch. Die Zukunft ist immer ungewiss.
Genau dieser Reiz des Ungewissen macht den Blick in die Zukunft aus. Man kennt das vom Fußball. Die Leute gucken die Spiele, weil sie nicht wissen, wie es ausgehen wird. Corona hat das leider monatelang verhindert. Das schlimmstmögliche Szenario für die Deutschen ist eingetreten, Fußballspiele ganz ohne Fans im Stadion. Oder wie man in Leverkusen sagt: Alles wie immer.
Das Originelle an der Zukunft ist es, eben nicht zu wissen, wie es ausgeht. Aber gerade die Erfahrungen aus der Coronapandemie haben uns spüren lassen, dass wir Menschen exakt das nicht mögen. Zukunft per se finden wir gar nicht so fürchterlich, nur soll sie eine schöne Aussicht bergen. Man schaut doch lieber in eine hoffnungsfrohe Zukunft, als jeden Abend Karl Lauterbach zu sehen. Nichts gegen den. Ich glaub, der ist prima und lustig. Aber jeden Abend bespricht er schlimme Aussichten. Manchmal habe ich gedacht, der Lauterbach guckt bestimmt nach Feierabend Horrorfilme, um mal ein bisschen heile Welt zu sehen.
Der Mensch ist ein Kontrollfreak, darum will er auch gern wissen, was morgen geschehen wird. Unser Vorausdenken ist ja das, was den Menschen vom Tier unterscheidet. Nur wir Menschen wissen, dass es mehr als die unmittelbare Zukunft gibt, eine Zeit, die weiter entfernt liegt als das nächste Fressen. Egal wie weit sie weg ist, die Zukunft wollen wir kreieren, gestalten, absichern. Tiere verschwenden daran keine Gedanken, der Mensch aber denkt sich so etwas wie Versicherungen aus. Die sind ja dazu da, für eventuelle zukünftige Ereignisse vorzusorgen. Wenn Sie eine Eintagsfliege fragen, was sie überhaupt nicht interessiert, dann sagt die »Rentenversicherung«. Oder »Sterbegeldversicherung«. Von allen Geschöpfen der weiten Erdkugel haben nur wir Menschen so ein Konstrukt erfunden. Was steckt da eigentlich für ein bekloppter Gedanke hinter diesem Sterbegeld? Was genau durchschwirrt ein Hirn kurz vor der Policenunterschrift? »So, jetzt zahl ich 40 Jahre in eine Versicherung, und sobald ich tot bin, hau ich die Kohle aufn Kopp und fahr mit der MS Europa.« Gut, das ginge – bei dem Publikum fällt man als Verstorbener wahrscheinlich gar nicht auf.
Aber so sind wir Menschen. Wir möchten der Zukunft das Vage nehmen und sie klar regeln. Dafür haben wir sogar Religionen erfunden. Denn wir sind so zukunftsgeil, wir wollen nicht nur wissen, was in diesem Leben passiert, sondern auch, was danach passiert. Diese Frage beantworten uns die Religionen. Das Christentum zum Beispiel macht einem zwar klar, dass man stirbt – aber dafür kommt man dann als Ausgleich in den Himmel und trifft alle seine Verwandten wieder. An dem Punkt denke ich immer: Ist der Tod nicht schon Strafe genug?
